~Spring Launch Notes~
We will probably start launching the second or third week of April, SUB-
JECT TO WEATHER CONSIDERATIONS. Our storage lot is still quite
wet and it must dry out and become firm before we can use the JCB and
trailer. There is also still extensive ice coverage in the upper harbor that
has to melt. We know everyone is eager and we’ll do the best we can!

1. All boats must be uncovered by May 1st. This includes sheds, tarps,
shrink wrap, or any other covering. If your boat is shrink wrapped, your
contractor will remove and dispose of the cover. If you covered your
boat, please remove the cover by the deadline. DO NOT DISPOSE OF
TARPS OR COVERS IN THE DUMPSTERS (see below).

2. Boats go in roughly in the order they came out, please be ready. Be
courteous to other stored boats; if you are blocking someone in, we can’t
launch them until we launch you.

3. Please call when you have your boat ready. We will try to give you a
“window” of launch times rather than a specific time.

4. HAVE YOUR BOAT COMPLETELY READY! Make sure the hull plugs
are in and any other details that have be done on land are complete.

5. If you are scraping and/or painting your boat, you must tarp the area
below to catch any debris or spills. Clean up your area when you are
done!

...and a word about trash

Disposal costs continue to increase each year. Our dumpsters are
intended for day to day disposal of small trash and refuse, NOT tarps,
furniture, carpet, appliances, deck sections, or other large items. If you
have special disposal needs you can take items directly over to Twin
City Refuse on Water St. right across from the boat yard. If you have a
big project or other special disposal need, contact us and we’ll work out
a solution.

No Open Forum

Treasurer's Report: George Letness: Our audit is complete and is due to us by March 15th; we are still $25,000 into the credit
line from 2004 ($10,000 has already been repaid); still need to rent slips (we are at $280,000 and we need $315,000). Motion
made by G. M., seconded by D. F. to accept the treasurer's report.  Motion carried. George Letness announced that the finance
committee would meet the 3rd Monday of the month at 4pm at the SPYC office.  All are welcome to attend.  The following are
members of the finance committee: George Letness, Chair, Roger Anderson, Dave Engfer (when available), Lee Pheilsticker, Pat
Michaud and Lyle Taipale.

Staff Report: Pat Michaud/Roger Anderson: R. Anderson presented a written report detailing: general financial info; past due
accounts; automated phone system is up and running; finance committee report and calendar. 20 slips are still available to rent.

P. Michaud's report is included in Operations.

By-laws Committee:Tom Mega presented a draft copy of the by-laws committee's suggested changes. The committee is work-
ing on defining co-membership; transfer of membership and standing rules.

Operations Committee:Gordy Mergens/Pat Michaud G. M. placed the following recommendation/motion before the Board,
including a friendly amendment by D. S.:  All non-operations committee level expenditures, within the limit of a particular com-
mittee's budget, need approval from the committee chair.  Those expenditures are not to exceed the committee's budget without
prior Board approval. Invoices and support documentation must be signature authorized and submitted to the SPYC office
through the committee chair.  This applies to vendor invoices or items submitted for re-imbursement to members. All invoices
and supporting documentation must be submitted within 30 days of transaction date.  Items claimed for re-imbursement with
incomplete documentation or over 30 days will be disallowed. Any items submitted for pre-payment (check) must be signature
authorized and submitted to the SPYC office through the committee chair with a minimum of 5 working days notice. To encour-
age best management practices, all budgeted committees shall be supplied with detailed budget vs. expenditure statements from
the SPYC office on a quarterly basis minimum, or more often as requested. Motion carried. Other report items included: we have
a waiting list for large boats, none for smaller boats; capitol projects will be finished this week, relaying of the Upper Harbor has
been completed and approved. Meetings were held with the members affected by the change. The committee presented items to
be included in an operations/financial long-term plan. While a time has not been set for regular Operations Committee meetings
the following are members of that Committee:  Gordy Mergens, Chair, Bob Draine, Tom Mega, Denny Santo, Jim Souris, Mike
Radford, and Terry Williams.  When a regular time is set it will be published in the Anchor & Line so interested persons can
attend.

Commodore's Report:  Lee Pheilsticker Commodore Pheilsticker thanked former Commodore Greg DenBleyker for his years of
service and involvement with the SPYC.  Commodore Pheilsticker outlined some of the following issues he would like addressed
and/or more clearly defined this year: bereavement policy; board training; timelines for events; update member records and
include skill list; define co-membership; go through by-laws and standing rules; define who has the rights to the SPYC logo; how
to revive the Tuesday general meetings; and provide opportunities for Board members to be better acquainted.

Paul’s Great River Park and  included 150+ people from various St. Paul city
offices and planning groups, as well as city planners, etc. from other parts of the
country. It was a very interesting meeting.  Below is a quote from the Saint Paul
Riverfront Corporation’s website (www.riverfrontcorporation.com/greatriver-
park.asp) that summarizes the underlying theme of the meeting: 

“At 17 miles, Saint Paul has more miles of Mississippi River Valley than any
other municipality along the entire length of the river. This valley includes bluffs,
lakes, and wetlands as well as active, commercial sites and neighborhoods. In
addition, a series of 16 public parks provides over 3,500 acres of floodplain and
bluff tops for outdoor recreation, scenic views, wildlife habitat, and special
events.”

Until now, these incredible assets have been often viewed as individual parks
and development sites. Saint Paul’s Division of Parks and Recreation, in collabo-
ration with the Saint Paul Riverfront Corporation and Saint Paul Planning and
Economic Development, will lead a community effort to transform this valuable
collection of parks, natural resources, cultural amenities and community assets
into a single ‘Great River Park,’a defining feature of Minnesota’s Capital City.”

I hope that you join me in doing all that we can to continue improving the SPYC
so that it can be a boating club we enjoy and are proud of in the years to come.
