safety check.You must be in compliance with federal and state regulations for the following safety items - Fire
Extinguishersyentilation, Backfire Flame Control, Marine Sanitation Devices, Deck and Bilge clean and free of hazards,
Galley and heating systems, and Electrical system,AGtand DC.There are other legal requirements that are not related
to safety

There are two ways you can have these items chetkednay request that SPYC $taérify them, or you can request a
Vessel Safety Check from one of the Coast GAardliarists in the harboiThere will be a chage if staf must perform

the check, but thAuxiliary does not chae for its serviceAs a bonus, if you have auxiliarist perform the exam and
you meet all the requirements and are awarded the decal, many insurance companites gy atdiscount.

For your convenience, we~ re including a vessel safety check form that outlines the ifamdiast will check. If staf
checks your boat, they will only look at #5, 6, 7, 12, andAbSexplanation of each item is on the back of the fdkmela
tively common problem is batteries that are not secured and/or not having covered tefininaksxt most common preb
lems are related to things you need if your boat is over Bfhg.
