My original guess that we’'d need to move about 20 boats was
pretty accurate, but since we didn’t feel like gambling with
Mother Nature and other people’s money, we ended up doing
some extra work. Sometimes that’s just part of being pru -
dent.

Now that things are returning to normal, I'll talk about the
things that we’d normally be talking about now.

Clubhouse Committee progress report  3/22/10
The Clubhouse Committee had a meeting on Monday 3/15/10. In attendance was Mark Mosby, Richard
Felsheim, Rick Kapplehoff, Jim Johnson, Roger Anderson & Dave McKusick.

The General has a potential buyer for $6000. Roger is trying to get together with him and the broker to
make the sale.

The 10% deposit and signed contract has been submitted to Morton Buildings. They are now working
on the engineering drawings and we should receive them within the next couple weeks.

We determined what structural components will be needed to bolt the Morton Building post brackets to
the platform and welded those components in place on the platform under the entire building perimeter.

Now complete, 18 sections have been hauled to the plater for galvanizing. Rick & Tom will get as many
as possible to them before the flood so they won't be in the way. We discussed the procedure we would
follow when we go to the assembly process.

1. Bolt 3 sections wide x 40" long assembly in the boat yard.

2. Dry fit adjoining sections that mate to these and re-drill any holes which do not align properly.
3. Cold galvanize any re-drilled holes.

4. Use old slings and travel lift to lower into water

5. Proceed with assembly process in the Upper Harbor

Elliot from Morton asked that we provide a safety railing around the platform when construction on the
building starts. We will also need to provide several sections of temporary dock sections around the
perimeter.

Mark is getting current pricing on 16 gauge galvanized sheet steel which will serve as the top of the
platform and provide a surface in which to spray the urethane insulation under the clubhouse interior
deck/floor.

We discussed where we are at in terms of the budget, and have enough money in the account to get
through phase one. Roger stated that phase two could be possibly self-financed with funds borrowed
from the club.

Next months meeting we will discuss the following:

1. Review engineering drawings from Morton

2. Revise interior floor plan including placement of the back service door, laundry and restrooms.
3. Quantity and placement of awning windows on back side of building.

4. Plumbing and wet wall considerations

5. Utility room "bump-out” on back of building

We will meet again in mid April.
