each time you go out on the river.

Check all gas and exhaust lines and connections on your boat fre-
guently. Running the boat can loosen things and your safety is
worth the few extra minutes it takes.

Don't run on the docks. And remind guests (both kids and adults)
not to do so either.

If you have an enclosed cabin or canvas top on your boat be
especially careful with carbon monoxide build up. Use a CO2

ector, if possible, and know the signs of possible CO2 poison-
ing. It only takes a few minutes for people to be in serious trouble.
I've seen it happen.

Get a marine radio, even a handheld model, for your boat and
ndearn how to use it properly.

Have GREAT respect for tows and barges on the river. Learn how
to approach, pass and follow them safely and never get too close
to them. Communicate with tow operators (Channel 13 on your
marine radio) and know what the various boating whistles mean.

If you have questions about boating safety, talk with one of our
@nembers who is in the Coast Guard Auxiliary, take a safe boating
€Bourse asap, or get advice from an experienced boater who knows

safe boating guidelines and rules.

Residence Will Steger.

Will Steger, famed explorer and SPYC
member will be guest speaker at our
August 8 General meeting, 7:30 on the
General.

Will holds many job titles—educator, writer,
photographer, and lecturer. But polar explorer is
perhaps his best known and hardest-won. Steger
first reached the North Pole in 1986, leading a team
of six by dogsled. He returned again in 1995, while
crossing the Arctic Ocean from Russia to Ellesmere
Island, Canada, with a team of five by dogsled and specially adapted canoes. He has
also kayaked thousands of miles of northern rivers, including the Peace, MacKenzie,
and Yukon.

Steger received recognition and numerous honors for record setting explorations and
interactive educational initiatives. He joins Amelia Earhart, Robert Peary, Roald
Amundsen and Jacques-Yves Cousteau in receiving the National Geographic Society's
John Oliver La Gorce Medal for "accomplishments in geographic exploration, in the
sciences, and for public service to advance international understanding"”.

Will has testified before Congress on polar and environmental issues, and is co-founder
of the Global Center for Environmental Education at Hamline University.

A new member of the SPYC, Will now resides on his houseboat in the Lower Harbor.
