From the Management...

The water is holding at about 8’ right now and the current is
down to a safer level - still faster than normal but tolerable.
I've seen our boat use starting to get back somewhat to nor-
mal and we've had a number of transients come up to visit
us over the last couple weeks.

This weekend brings what is now the largest event of the
summer on Harriet Island, Irish Fair. Our history with this
event has always been good; it's not as disruptive as Taste
of Minnesota was and it seems to attract a more upscale
clientele. The only items that might impact us are the road
closure early Saturday morning and the use of the west end
of our lot for parking over the weekend.

Back to water levels for a moment; as we go down (thankful-
ly slowly) it's important to start watching the depth, both in
your slip and at the areas we transit around the marina. We
haven't had any issues yet but it is probably just a matter of
time before the silt accumulation that the high water has
most likely brought in makes itself evident.

By this time all of you should have had a Coast Guard
Auxiliary vessel safety check and it should be on file in the
office. I'm not immune from this rule either and | recently had
mine done. Being that this is a relatively new boat for me,
there were a number of issues: covers for the battery boxes;
replace two bulbs in the nav light systems; replace both dis-
tributor caps with marine rated parts; replace the non func-
tional bilge blower; affix the appropriate placards; Clean and
bolt down the flame arresters; get a throwable PFD.

I’'m listing this off to point out that the boat had a number of
problems - | knew it did - and this process brought them to

focus. It cost me a couple hundred bucks and a good deal of
time to get it right but I'm better off because now | have a
safer boat. And you're better of if you're my neighbor or pas-
senger for the same reason.

I guess the moral of the story is DON'T wait until you think
the boat is perfect to have the inspection. Do it right away
and you’ll have the chance to know exactly what needs to be
addressed. Have the boat re-examined when those items
are corrected. It's not about passing or failing, it's about get-
ting the safety items corrected and using the opportunity as
learning experience.

Alast item | need to address concerns trash. I've noticed a
number of the city trash barrels placed around the harbors
are stuffed with OUR trash. | know this because I've watched
people do it. This has to end NOW. Our lease agreement
with the City specifies that we maintain dumpsters in the
lower harbor, Paddleford lot and the boatyard. Yacht Club
trash off your boat goes in those dumpsters only.

I know you frequently have to walk by an empty trash con-
tainer on your way over to the dumpster and it's easier to
just toss your bag in and be on your way. DON'T DO IT.
Please walk to one of our dumpsters.

August gets to be a busy month for me in some non-boating
areas and this year | have a big change; my son Julian -
who some of you may remember from the gas dock for a
couple summers - is off to college in New York on August
20th. I'm hitting the Bluegrass festival in Richmond, MN
August 11-14th, and one of my favorite events takes place
over the Labor Day Weekend, the Western Minnesota Steam
Thresher’s Reunion in Rollag, Minnesota.
