By now you will have received your ballot for the club house location preference vote. A timely
response is appreciated. | expect we can report results in the next newsletter (September).

As | noted last month, our next step will be to form a Building Committee and move forward based on
some specific criteria:

Location preference - land, water or other.

Satisfies the programmatic needs of the Club, both social and functional

Can be approved by the City of Saint Paul Parks and Recreation Department

Considers any opportunities for shared facilities with other island stake holders

Conforms to all local, state and federal codes and regulations, including handicapped accessibility
Does not adversely effect our slip fees or operating budget

Satisfies the long-term goals and objections of the SPYC, a very big task indeed.

The objective of this new committee will be to consider all previous proposals and current opportunities
in the context of our Design Criteria.

That should be simple enough.

He cited an erroneous
comment from the Park board that anything we build on
land would belong to the city. That statement was later
reversed, we would own the building.

Wanda reminded us that it is quite difficult to hold large
functions on the "General", hauling food, etc. down, and
getting elderly people down.

Howard repeated Ron's comments.

Dan sent a letter expressing dissatisfaction with where
his boat was moved. He wants to discuss other options.
The operations committee will take his input under
advisement at their next meeting.

End of open forum.
The minutes were accepted as published.

Treasurer's report: Approximately 92% of income is in,
about $30,000 less than last year, expenses down about
$7,000. We have not borrowed from the short term debt.
Accounts receivable at $26,000, accounts payable at
$6,000, long term debt at $591,900. He noted that the
clubhouse fund was used as collateral to help secure the
long term debt, but that we could use it for building the
clubhouse. A motion was made to accept the report,
passed.

Staff reports - Pat: He met with the Taste of Minnesota
people, discussed security and parking. There will be
shuttles running from 7AM to 11PM through the 4th. We
requested 200 parking spots. We can park in the vacant
lot where the Llewelen (sp?) building was. The lower har-
bor parking lot must be clear by 6AM on Thursday. CG

and CGAux personnel in uniform will be admitted to the
upper harbor parking lot. Lilydale road will be one-way,
from SPYC to Pool and Yacht Club.

There was a discussion about guest parking passes. Pat
will try to work something out. Members can drop off at
the lower harbor gates up to 2 hours before the events
start, but must not be at the gate more than 15 minutes.

Operations - Gordy: per his report. There may be minimal
dredging while the Raspberry Island work is being done.
Lower harbor docks are installed, although some of the
triangles are not yet decked. There were 4 car break-ins,
2 in the Padelford lot, 2 in the lower harbor. There was a
discussion about the explosion and fire, and a new proce-
dure for fueling. Jim would like a "startup" sheet for
checking the bilge, etc. at the gas dock.

Social - Rich: Needs help on social committee. The
Christmas party will be Dec. 22 at the Pool and Yacht
Club. (Yes, Christmas party, not Holiday party.) The steak
fry weekend is in question. We have been having it on
Labor Day.

Membership - Jim: We had a good meeting for new
boater orientation. Thanks to all those who helped. We
had 2 or 3 new boaters who were not there. We need to
get the information to them.

"Green Marina" - Ralph: making progress, need govern-
ment inspection which may be difficult, especially with
people working on their own boats. He estimates 2-3
years to complete.

He is still working on getting help from the U on the
Hydrology study for the silting problem in the lower har-
bor.

Clubhouse - Jim: reviewed comments, Mark suggested
that a comprehensive cover letter accompany the ballot.
The Commodore will call a special meeting on July 9
regarding the ballot, and perhaps dredging.

Lee - the Saturday history meeting/luncheon was well
attended. A lot of exciting information was presented.

Peter - discussed meeting with Biersheid and correction
regarding club ownership of land-based facility. The city
has put dredging in a budget request for state/federal
funding.

Executive session - Jerry, Jim, Mark, Gordy, Denny,
Peter, office staff will meet to discuss ways to reduce
expenses. No date was set.

Vessel Safety Checks — Only one quarter of
our fleet has turned successful examination
sheets into the office. The club is requiring
that each boat have a current survey, or a
safety inspection performed by either the
coastguard auxiliary (free) or staff (charge)
and proof that the boat meets minimum
requirements of Fire Extinguishers, Ventilation,
Backfire Flame Control (if applicable), Marine
Sanitation Devises (No discharge of untreated
waste possible), Overall Vessel condition:
Clean hilge, electrical system, fuel system, No
automotive parts. Please get these in to the
office if you have not done so yet. By now all
boats should have had an initial check. Every
boat needs to get this done NOW!

Clubhouse vote — All voting members should
have received a ballot to decide which way we
will proceed with a clubhouse, land or water.
Please be sure to return your ballot on or
before the deadline. This is an important issue
and warrants 100% of the SPYC member par-
ticipation. Thank you for your attention to this
issue.

Security — Three cars were broken into and
property stolen from the lower harbor parking
lots. Keep things out of sight to help prevent
this. Be sure to report any problems to the
police and the office.

Open slips — 17 slips still available for the
2007 season in a variety of sizes and loca-
tions at this time.
