From the Management...

Everyone thinks winter is a quiet time at the marina...which it is in a sense. Once the snow is on the ground, most
of the more visible action is done. People frequently ask me, “Are you there all winter...what do you do?” The
assumption is that once the boats are out and stored, there is nothing to do around here. That, however is not the
case. 

Over the winter we will...

Compute and send out the billing info for about 200 slips the week before the 1st.
Plow snow in the yard and lots as needed.
Plan and execute the Minneapolis boat show January 20-24th.
Continue to negotiate long term lease renewal with City of St. Paul. 
Market slips and manage waiting list. 
Hold a January nominating meeting and February election for board positions
Write a grant proposal for a new pumpout system. 
Provide pump out service for the liveabords every two weeks.
Write a grant proposal for the transient area connecting dock and related for the Dahlgren dock.
Search for a yard trailer to replace our old one.
Continue to explore options for future dredging resources.
Complete extensive non-profit audit.
Re-bid and schedule dredging for the upper harbor mouth and well area, including spoils testing and permitting.
Continue building platform sections for the clubhouse and transport them to be galvanized.

And that doesn’t include the normal monthly Anchor & Line, statements, and general office work for me and gen-
eral repairs and maintenance for Rick. We stay pretty busy.

A note from the 2009 season:We still have a number of boaters who have outstanding account balances from
winter storage (or summer slips!) and we have to get those amounts cleared up.We have more boats than we
have slips forright now and a rapidly growing waiting list. I can’t justify holding a slip open for someone
who still owes us money from the previous yearif I have new members who can pay fora space on time.All
of you know that the Club and Iwill be flexible to the greatest reasonable extent, but we will not be launching
boats or reserving slips for past due accounts. We will entertain payment plans, but Imust remind everyone that a
payment plan that is not adhered to is not a payment plan. Contact me NOWif you have any question about your
status and please get your house in order if it is not.

Clubhouse committee board progress report
12/4/09

The Clubhouse Committee had a meeting on
Tuesday 12/1/09 after a 6 month recess. In
attendance was Mark Mosby, Richard Felsheim,
Jim Johnson, Roger Anderson & Dave
McKusick. Here are the minutes from our meet-
ing:

Roger has pre-ordered and paid for all 164 of
the float drums for the platform at a discounted
cost and agreement from Premier Materials to
store the inventory over the winter for free spring
delivery. We saved $4,428 on this purchase
agreement.

Dave questioned the freeboard of the engi-
neered platform compared to our existing dock
sections. Mark determined from the engineering
specifications to be 24" After the meeting, Dave
verified that our existing dock sections freeboard
to be slightly variable, with an average of 24"
This should allow us to build patio sections and
connecting walkways with very minor transition.

The 20' dock frame sections are complete weld-
ments and ready for plasma cutting of connect-
ing holes. Mark & Jim produced a 6" steel
machined jig to guide the plasma cutter and
make perfect oval holes. When that jig is tested
& true, a 10' or 20' version will be made to
assure accuracy and efficiency. 

The smaller dock frame sections can be welded
up and shipments of all the completed frame
sections can be transported to the galvanizer. All
frame sections should be ready for platform
assembly by April of 2010. Mark suggested we
use a construction adhesive to attach the pre-
galvanized sheet to the tops during that process. 

Jim suggested a procedure should be adopted
for moving the completed 5' x 20' sections
around the boat yard so as to not bend the
frames or abrade the plastic floats. We all
agreed and will do so in the spring.

We discussed at length the liquidation of the
General. The timing of its departure from the

Upper Harbor is critical to the preparation of the
new clubhouse area. It will need to be moved at
spring high water by tug as it may be resting on
the river bottom at normal pool. This would likely
occur around the first week in April.

The upper harbor mouth, boat well and club-
house area will need to be dredged sometime
early next season. One or two spud poles will
need to be installed to moor the clubhouse plat-
form in the harbor. 

We set a deadline of Feb 1st 2010 for determin-
ing if the General is to be sold, salvaged or
moved. Roger & Jim have started contacting
brokers to see if there is a market for selling the
General. We discussed alternative locations in
the marina for the temporary mooring of the ves-
sel. The board also has appropriated funds in
next years budget for off site meetings and par-
ties in 2010 while we build our new clubhouse.

We set a preliminary timeline for the platform to
be assembled after spring launch and the build-
ing construction to follow sometime in June or
July 2010 The clubhouse could be ready for lim-
ited use before the end of the 2010 boating sea-
son, and the utilities & interior completed that fall
or winter. 

Dave will contact Chuck Beck from Morton build-
ings for an updated bid for the clubhouse shell
with additional window options and service
entrance on the backside. The back entrance will
allow for use of the restroom and laundry facili-
ties by other members without disruption of the
main area during private events or meetings. 

Dave will update the
3-phase budget, and
we set a recurring
monthly meeting for
Jan 5th 2010 before
adjuring for the
evening.
