The SPYC Board of Directors has just completed an almost year-long comprehensive review of our
management and operational structure. The principle objective of this effort is to streamline manage-
ment and reduce operating costs.

To this end, we have decided to eliminate the position of Marina Operations Manager and the position
of Office Manager effective, November 30, 2007. These two jobs will be combined into one new posi-
tion of SPYC Business Manager responsible for overall management of our operations. The SPYC
Business Manager will be responsible for hiring and supervision of all other yacht club staff, and will
answer directly to the SPYC Board. We will advertise for this new position immediately and hope to
have this new person aboard by February 1, 2008.

In the meanwhile Rick Kappelhoff will remain on staff full-time to handle on-going maintenance, under
the direction of Gordy Mergens and the operations group.

CALLIST O - FROM HOPPIES TO GRAND HARBOR

We left Hoppies Marina on Oct. 19th and headed for Cape Girardeau. By nightfall we were still 10
miles away from our destination. We decided to anchor-out just downstream from a large wingdam at
mile 65.2. The current was so strong that the props kept turning even though the engines were off. |
didn't like the noise they were creating so | put vicegrips on one of the flange nuts on each shatft.
That kept them quiet but that wasn't the only noise we were going to hear that night. A storm the pre-
vious night had dislodged quite a few branches and logs. All through the night we could hear them
hitting our anchor chain and hull. We didn't get much sleep that night.

We left early the next morning and headed for Cairo, IL and the beginning of our trip up the Ohio
River. Quite a thrill arriving at mile "0" on the upper Mississippi and turning east. This is mile 981 on
the Ohio. We had been cruising about 12 mph coming down the Mississippi but as we turned up the
Ohio our speed diminished to 8 mph. The harbor at Cairo is very large and it was a busy time of the
day when we arrived. We stayed out of the way as best we could and the tow captains were more
friendly than we anticipated. As we cruised upriver we passed the construction site for the new
Olmsted Lock & Dam at mile 964.5. This will be completed in 2010 and will replace lock 52 and 53.
After passing Olmsted we cruised directly over lock 53 at mile 962.6. It is now out of commission
and is being dismantled. At lock 52 there was a problem with one of the chambers. We were told it
would be a 3 hour wait. We moved over to the left descending bank, dropped anchor and spent the
night. A very nice anchorage indeed.

We locked through early the next morning and cruised past Paducah, IL and the mouth of the
Tennessee River. We continued upriver to the mouth of the Cumberland River at Ohio mile 922.8.
This was mile "0" for the Cumberland. Because the Kentucky Lock & Dam was shut-down, all traffic
was being diverted up the Cumberland. We passed quite a few tows coming up to Barkley Lock &
Dam at Cumberland mile 30.6. The Barkley Lock has a 57 foot lift. We only had a one hour wait and
as we came out of the lock Green Turtle Bay Marina was on our starboard side just one mile upriver.
We spent nine days at this marina before deciding to continue up the

Cumberland to Nashville.

The Cumberland is a very beautiful river. It meanders and winds around
quite a bit and the depths range from 40 to 60 feet most of the time. We
left Green Turtle on Oct. 31st and spent our first night at Clarkville, TN.
There is a new municipal dock with 30/50 amp electric but no water and
no attendant. There is no charge for overnight parking but you need to
call and make a reservation. We lounged around the next morning and
left for Nashville around 10:00 am. We stayed at another municipal
dock in Nashville. Still no attendant and a $35.00 per night charge and
$9.00 per night for electric. They do have water there.

When you leave the dock and walk up the hill you are in downtown
Nashville. The main street through downtown is Broadway and it starts
right there by the dock. Across the river is LP Field where the
Tennessee Titans play their games. There is a walking bridge which
crosses the river from the downtown side to the LP Field.

We did the tourist thing during our stay. The Country Music Hall of Fame, Earnest Tubbs Record
Shop, Printers Alley, The Grand Ole Opry, etc. A friend of mine plays pedal steel guitar for Vince Gill.

He got some backstage passes for us for the Opry. We stayed for 2 shows. Headliners that night
were: Vince Gill, Jim Ed Brown, Patti Loveless, The Whites, Sawyer Brown and Riders in the Sky.
The shows were

at the Ryman

Auditorium. This

is the old Opry

location.

way. We left

Green Turtle Nov. 10th. There is a channel between the Cumberland and Tennessee Rivers about 1

mile long. After coming through the channel you are in Kentucky Lake/Tennessee River. This is mile
25 on the Tennessee. We anchored out the first night at mile 74. It was
calm when we set our anchor but during the night the wind and waves
increased and we drug our anchor about 200 feet. We left early and spent
the next two days at Perryville Marina. The next day we made it about 25
miles before we decided to pull in to Clifton Marina. An impending storm
drove us to this decision. As we tied up, the heavens opened up and the
rain and lightning began in earnest. We spent 2 days at Clifton before
proceeding on to Grand Harbor.

We are at Grand Harbor now and will be leaving on Thanksgiving Day for
Columbus, MS. We will leave the boat there and fly home on Dec. 19th.

We hope to see you at the Christmas Party. On Jan. 1st we will fly back
to Columbus and continue on to the Gulf and our visit with Ron and Barb
Hilson at Pensacola. Happy New Year to everyone we don't see at the

party.
