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From the Management...

As | was starting this issue of the Anchor & Line | updated
the volume and issue information that appears just below the
masthead on the front cover as | always do. When | first
came to the Marina | got involved with publishing the Anchor
& Line (primarily because | had the required desktop publish-
ing skills - not because I'm a literary genius) and when | took
over editing and publishing, | decided to reset the volume
number to 1, not knowing that this was really improper use
at the time. The volume number should really reflect some-
thing like a year or a significant series, so it probably should
be in the range of 100 or so.

Be that as it may, at volume 13 that means this is the last
edition of my 13th year. That makes a lot of sense because |
came into the marina on the Miller dock with my 24’ Sea Ray
in 1997 and got involved volunteering -including the Anchor
& Line - the next year. | was hired by the club in 2001, mak-
ing it a 10 year anniversary for that as well.

During that time I've seen a lot of improvements, upgrades,
and just plain changes in the way we’'ve operated and how
our facilities look. When | came in ‘97 the club had just com-
pleted a series of huge changes including moving the boat
yard and related operations from the lower harbor to the
present location; negotiation of a new lease; building the
boat well and acquiring the travel lift, re-engineering the gas
dock, etc.

I've also seen our share of challenges including four floods
of over 17’ rise; sweeping changes in our management
structure; constant battles with dredging and funding to men-
tion a few. As we are just weeks away from our 100th
anniversary yeatr, | believe we are poised at another water-
shed moment in the club’s development.

A couple of months into next year we will be bringing our
new clubhouse on line, the culmination of over a decade of
saving, debate, planing, dreaming, and above all persever-
ing until a result is achieved. Just as the General changed
the personality of the marina when it appeared in 1968, so
our new clubhouse will have a similar - if not much greater-
impact. There are many who were involved with the process
that became convinced it would never happen.

| believe this is the year that we really confront our silt prob-
lems in the harbors as well. This may very well bring
changes in how our marina is structured. But like all the
other challenges we WILL overcome this too. Let me assure
you:

1. This issue is on my mind and the board EVERY DAY.
There is not a day that goes by without some sort of effort,
communication, or research.

2. This club and marina WILL survive and THRIVE. We're
NOT going anywhere.

3. We will make every effort to PRESERVE OUR CAPACITY
AND SLIP COUNT.

4. We will make choices that are SUSTAINABLE long term.

5. We will make every endeavor to minimize reliance on
CITY, STATE, or FEDERAL funding for our future well being.

6. We will NOT ADD to our long term debt.

When one considers that the club has survived through two
world wars and the Great Depression, and has spanned the
time from horse transportation to space travel, our present
hurdles seem managable.
