Aquatic Invasive Species Rules
Decal is Now Required
on All Watercraft

With more than 10,000 lakes, and 3,000
public boat accesses, Minnesota is a boater's
paradise.

Yet, recreational boating is also one of the
major means of transporting aquatic invasive
species such as zebra mussels, curly-leaf
pondweed, and spiny waterfleas from one
waterbody to another.

State and federal agencies are taking
aggressive steps to help stop the spread of
invasive species. And, boaters can be one of
the first lines of defense in this effort.

A new state law requires watercraft
owners and operators to obtain and attach
an aquatic invasive species rules decal
(shown here) on all types of watercraft prior
to launching on, entering into,or operating on
any waters of the state. The decal explains
the simple steps boaters can take to help
protect Minnesota’s vast water resources.

The decals will be provided free to all boat
owners and operators before and during the
2012 boating season through a variety of
venues including boat and sports shows,
Minnesota Department of Natural Resources
(DNR) offices, DNR watercraft inspectors,
DNR conservation officers, and deputy
registrars offices statewide to name a few.

Be sure to pick up your free decal at the
Stop Aquatic Hitchhikers booth located in
Lobby C at the Minneapolis Boat Show and
learn more about aquatic invasive species.

m Aquatic Invasive

Tl Species Laws

These laws are intended to protect your lakes
and water recreation from harmful effects

of aquatic invasive species (AlS). Under state
law; your compliance with AlS inspection
requirements is an express condition and legal
requirement of operating or transporting water
related equipment.

You must...
CLEAN visible aquatic plants, zebra
mussels, and other prohibited species off of
watercraft, trailers, and equipment befare
transporting from any water access.
DRAIN water from the boat’s bilge, livewell,
motor, ballast tanks, and portable bait
containers before transport from water
access site or shoreline property.
KEEP drain plug out and water draining
devices open while transporting watercraft.

You may not...
TRANSPORT aquatic plants, water, or
prohibited invasive species (e.g., zebra
mussels, Eurasian water milfoil).
DUMP live bait into state waters, on the
shore, or on the ground.
LAUNCH, or attempt to place, watercraft or
trailers with aquatic plants, zebra mussels,
or prohibited invasive species into any
waters of the state.
This decal is only a summary of the laws as of August 2011
Itis required to be attached to all watercraft in Minnesota
prior to launching or operating on waters of the state.
