When the Grand Excursion Flotilla steams into Saint Paul on Saturday
July 3, citizens will line the riverfront waving hankies and flags, blow

Local
organizers want to right the grievous wrong of 150 years ago, when the
1854 excursion arrived in Saint Paul a full day ahead of schedule.
Wiystead of the anticipated welcome pathe excursionists were greeted
by a handful of scalawags who proceeded to profit from their ill timing
by chaging exorbitant fees to transport them to the Fallstof S

Anthony, their final destination.

To make matters worse, a reporter from the Newk times wrote a
scathing review of the town, noting that Saint Paul was the only port
that fired no cannons, flaunted no banners, poured no champagne, and
worst of all, provided no free rides. ‘@Will correct this social g&f by
staging the most dramatic and festive welcome ever displayed in the
history of the Mississippi Riveérdeclared Saint Paul Mayor Randy
