From the Management...

It's hard to believe the 4th of July has come and
gone and Taste of Minnesota is over. That means the
summer is roughly half over...

We're sitting at about 9’ of water right now
which is 5’ over the normal level at the flow sensor
by the Highbridge. We have plenty of water to move
around in right now but it also means additional
debris and probably some additional sediment being
deposited. We've passed the crest and should be
moving down over the next weeks.

We’ve completed the dredging in the upper

harbor and we should have plenty of clearance
everywhere once the water does go back to normal
levels. We still have some work to do on this project
including driving a piling and trucking out the
dredge spoils once they are adequately dried. | am
still working with the City of St. Paul and FEMA to
get some funding for the extra damage that was
caused ion the upper harbor due to flooding and
funding for the COE to address the accumulations in
the lower harbor which his the more serious prob -
lem.

Those of you who slip on - or walk by - the
Dahlgren Docks  should have noticed some addi -
tional fencing around the gate and ramp.

We've had some ongoing intruder problems and the
design of the ramp was such that it was easy to go
around the gate. | think the new fence panels will
make it much harder (though probably not impossi -
ble) to gain unauthorized access.

A few more words about security. The fence sit-
uation points out that no matter how hard we try,

we can't realistically make the docks intruder proof.

If you see people on the docks that don’t appear to
belong or seem “confused” about where they’re going,
ask them if you can give them directions or help
them. DON'T threaten or chase someone down; we
don’t want injuries over a minor incident. If you

don't feel comfortable confronting a stranger give me
a call; if you witness what you KNOW is a theft or
someone clearly trespassing on the docks, call the
911 police number.

A number of you have received notice in your
last bill requesting either proof of insurance, a
signed lease, or a CGA Safety check. If I don’t have
any of these items on file for you I  will be notifying
you as they are required to slip here. A number of
you still have not had the CGA inspection in any of
the past years we've requested them; the board is
telling me this may be your last opportunity.
