One of the results of Gary’s incident on the docks is
that we’ve decided to get a defibrilator for our facility at
the cost of about $1,000. I’m not sure it would have
changed the outcome for Gary but I think it’s a good
investment for the future. 

I need to thank Greg DenBleyker, Bob Hill, and Brian
Koskie for filling in while Rick is out for physical thera-
py. Rick should return around July 20th and in the
meantime we’re concentrating on launching boats and
less complex repairs like cleats, dock boards, etc. 

It will probably be kind of a funny 4th of July; the water
is still very high and unless you are well prepared and
have a twin screw vessel I would still advise you to
stay off the river. There is a group headed to raft off at
the old barge cut just up river from the gas dock, as a
change from heading down to 826. That’s a pretty
good idea; with the current the way it is it would be a
very long trip back - especially if you had any kind of
problems with your vessel. 

It should prove to be a more convenient and quieter
4th as well, this will be the first year in quite a while
that Taste of Minnesota will not be sprawled across the
Island. There will be controlled parking just on the 4th
to keep the general public from clogging up the lots for
the fireworks which go off at 10:15 that evening.

Call to order at 7:04 PM. No open forum topics, guests were just observing. 
 
The minutes from last month were accepted. 
 
Staff report – The river is predicted to crest again at 14 feet. We are having the New Boater Orientation June 18.  
 
Finance – per report. There was some discussion regarding the social budget and clubhouse expenses. We should 
establish a definite budget for next year’s Commodore’s Ball. 
It was moved and seconded to assess a $180 flood fee to cover part of the expenses. Motion passed. The finance 
committee is composed of Jerry Quaal, Jim Johnson, Ralph DeLong, Pat Boulay, Jeff Tinenger, Roger Allan, and 
Roger Anderson. 
 
Recommendations made and passed include replacement of Gate “G” ramp as soon as 
practical, purchase external floatation tanks to help lift sinking dock sections for float replacement, install an 
electronic lock on Gate “A”, and take corrective action on a modification to one of the dock triangles in the lower 
harbor. There will be a Vessel Safety Check day on June 25, with as many as 10 examiners scheduled. Operations 
will do some more research on dredging equipment, checking requirements with Rick and Roger. The operations 
committee will be meeting the third Friday each month at 3:00 PM. The ops committee is composed of  Dennis 
Sando, Ralph DeLong, Ron Hilson, Jim Johnson, Mark Mosby, and Roger Anderson. 
 
Social – There were 94 present at the Commodore’s Ball. We lost some money. We need to establish a 100 year 
committee to determine a location, etc. Camp Clubhouse II will have a TGIF on June 3. There is a long list of 
upcoming events: June 14 general meeting, June18 New Boater Orientation, June 19 Captain’s Breakfast, July 1 
TGIF, July 17 Captain’s Breakfast, August 5 TGIF, and Sept 5 chicken dinner. There are also a number of music 
dates.  
 
Clubhouse Committee – report as presented. Report accepted 
 
Membership – Blaine Dorweiler accepted for membership. Membership cards will be available on request. 
 
Marketing – we are looking for a new chair for the marketing committee. 
 
Book Committee – will be getting together with the graphics design people.
