Taste of MN notes

Load in will begin minimally on Sunday, June 28th. Major load in gears up at 6am on Monday, June
29th throughout the Island. The east lot closest to the Showboat ticket building will CLOSE AT 6AM ON
Monday June 29TH. Please have all cars removed prior to this time. The other east lot, long skinny lot,
will CLOSE AT 6AM ON Wednesday, July 1st. Please have all cars removed prior to 6am. Alternate
parking is in the Llewlyn parking lots near the east entrance. It will be signed at this location for Hi
Vendor parking only.

East Water Street will be no parking on June 29th through July 6th. Filmore Street will be no parking
July 2nd through July 6th. West Water Street - near Booker Construction will be signed Permit Parking
July 2-6th. West Water Street J & L Wire section - will be signed no parking on the north side and per-
mit parking on the south side, July 2-6th. Upper Landing Park paths will close Wednesday, July 1st at
7am. Bathrooms on the Pavilion, Showboat Ticket building and Raspberry Island will be locked
Thursday, July 2nd through Sunday, July 5th. Wabasha Bridge will close at 6pm on Wednesday, July
1st and re-open 6am on Monday July 6th.

July 4th - RUN AT 8AM, Lilydale will be closed from 7:30a-9a, please plan accordingly. We will allow
traffic to access the west parking lot and Lilydale as the run progresses through and route is clear of
racers. Raspberry Island will only have traffic access during non-event hours (before noon each day).
Please remind rowers and staff that if their car is on Rl after 12p it stays there until after 11p. The steps
on the bridge are closed to pedestrian traffic. Fireworks will be at 10:05pm this year... earlier than previ-
ous years. Shepard Road will be closed at approximately 9:30p until fireworks site is cleared - usually
around 10:30p-11p. There is a $10 charge this year. At this time Water Street will remain open. Police
will only close it if it is needed - cause would be too much pedestrian traffic and deemed unsafe to keep
it open.

They will load out overnight on Sunday starting at 11p going until early Monday morning. They will be
removing items such as portapotties, tents, fencing through Wednesday, July 8th. (Portapotties near the
Showboat will be last in and first out... they have been asked to accommodate this request). Event
times: 12p-11p July 2nd through the 5th.
