- U69 Scuttlebutt - - Commodore’ s Repor t - From the Management...

As we pull into June, Ihave some exciting
developments in our infrastructure to update
you on. 

Cable TV Service:We currently have
Comcast cable tv service in most of the
lower harbor. We have never had service in
our Upper Harbor due to the cost of trench-
ing the cable and wiring the system
($24,000) but I recently put together a deal
to bring full cable and internet service to
both the Upper Harbor and Dahlgren docks.
Everything should be wired by the last week
in June. Comcast will be contacting you with
subscription information soon, or call Rene
at 651-248-3180. As you know, th e switch
to digital tv signals will be occuring on June
12th and Iexpect that our broadcast recep-
tion in the harbors will be even worse than it
is now after that date.

WiFi internet: As part of getting high
speeed internet service to all three harbor
locations we are planning a Wifi system as
well. Designing a system that will provide
coverage for our spread out facility has
proved a challenge, however we have a pro-
posal before the board for a June 8th meet-
ing and my hope is to have some variation of
system installed shortly after the cable sys-
tem is complete. 

New gate and ramp: Gate F in the Lower
Harbor will be getting a new ramp and gate
mounted on the dock itself. It is my hope to
equip this with a digital lock system like the
one that is used on the Miller dock. There
are some new less expensive electronic lock
system available now that Ithink will work
for us.

Dredging UpperHarbor mouth and well:
Samples have been collected for our dredg-
ing project and the trsting should be done
very soon. We have disposal sites selected
and Iam scheduling the digging to beging
sometime in the next 2 - 3 weeks. 

Gas Dock:If you have visited the gas dock
lately you will see we have two new attendants, Becca Reardon and Julian Anderson. Those of you who were here last year probably
remember Aaron Kothe who was with  us for three years. Aaron did such a great job that Ihardly had to think about the gas dock opera-
tions. With two new attendants, I’ve been doing a good deal of training and watching. It seems like a simple job, but there are a lot of lit-
tle details and of course very important safety aspects to be aware of. I think we’ll have a real good crew as they gain experience, please
let me know how we’re doing as the season moves on. Now that it’s June we’ve moved to extended hours, 3-7 pm Friday, 9-9 pm
Saturday, 10-6 pm Sunday. As always, we’re selling 91 octand fuel with NOETHANOL. Current price is $3.50 before discounts, howev-
er that will probably be changed slightly by the time you read this as we’ll be taking on another load of fuel.

Call to order at 7:09 
 
The previous month’s minutes were accepted. 
 
Treasurer: 
The treasurer’s report was presented and accepted. 
A motion was made and seconded to accept the Record Retention Policy. Motion approved. 
Jerry moved that we adopt a written accounting procedure manual. We would adopt “Common 
Cents” as written with the expectation that there would be some customization made on an as-
needed basis. The motion was seconded and approved. 
We will need to approve the auditor’s report at the next meeting. 
 
Operations: 
Dredging update – we are trying to get approval for a new dredge tailings site just below the 
High Bridge. The site is populated with brush and small trees that would have to be removed to 
prep the site. Roger is still working with the COE to try to get the Upper Harbor on their 
maintenance list. 
Security – no reported problems in the yard, parking lot, or slips. Nonetheless, continue to be 
vigilant, keep valuables out-of-sight, especially in the parking lots. 
Capital - $1800 spent to-date. The bracing triangles are finished, a number of fingers were 
removed and 16 slips were widened to accommodate larger boats. They are at least 44’ long. 
We currently have 15 open slips.  
Safety Checks – Mark examined a number of the live-aboard boats, others are proceeding with 
the help of the CG Auxiliary. 
The DNR funding application is progressing for the transient dock proposal.  
Operations would consider having one of the liveaboard boaters work on cleaning the “General” 
to help work off a past-due account. 
Equipment – we looked at the yard trailer at “Willies”, decided it’s not worth purchasing. 
The parking lot gate will be open from 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM 7 days a week for the summer.  
A discussion about the open-flame rule was tabled pending further work from the operations 
committee. 
There will be a Nailaway on May16. 
Kai Curry presented his plan for powering the boat he recently purchased. The plan was 
accepted. 
The gas dock is in place; service will start next week.
