The meeting was called to order at 7:03 PM.

The minutes from the previous meeting were approved.

Treasurer's report -  the treasurer checked with the accountant regarding certain formats used in the General Ledger
reports, and was told the formats are correct.
We have past due accounts of approximately $53,000, short term debt was paid, balance $0.
A motion was made to accept the report - approved.

The clubhouse committee report was given, with Truman presenting the land-based solution, and Mark presenting the
water-based solution.  A motion was made to present the combined report to the membership at a special May meeting,
then  amended to give the presentation at the June meeting. Motion was approved, 1 negative vote. After that meeting, the
meeting minutes and presentation will be mailed to all members for a mail-in vote as to which way to proceed.

Staff reports:

Pat: capital moving along close to schedule. The travel lift was examined and repairs made. The work boat is ready for
service. We will start launching on Thursdays, one day a week for now. We have one full-time and three part-time employ-
ees working on capital and launching. Pat met with the city on Taste of Minnesota concerns - parking issues, access during
the events, etc. We readjusted the trash expense, requested recycle bins for the upper harbor. The water meter is in place,
there was a bad valve that needs replacement. City will fix it.

Operations report: Gordy. Soundings are not back yet for the lower harbor. Gates and ramps will be worked on later this
year The Vessel Safety Check proposal (attached) was approved. If boater requests SPYC staff performs the safety check,
fees will be around $50, depending on the time spent. We will have a nail-away on 6/9, from 9:00 -12:00. The gas dock
should be in operation the 2nd week of May. When lighting is installed, we will reinstall the north gate at the far end of the
upper harbor docks. The fire department wants that gate back in case of emergency.

A member asked for permission to perform necessary work on a stern-wheel boat she will be living on. She has agreed to
get whatever city approval, board approval, and insurance necessary. She agreed to have the exterior work 100% complet-
ed no later than Oct 1, or prior to launch. If the boat is not ready for launch by that date, she will be required to pay normal
winter slip fees plus land storage fees. Her request was approved.

Membership - no new applications. New boater orientation will be June 2.

"Green Marina" report - Ralph is researching information on recycling, bilge water retrieval, etc.

Marketing - Jim Johnson per report, attached.

Quartermaster - Mark is working with Pat on how to address problems and solutions.

Social - invitations to the Commodore's Ball will be mailed this week. The event is May 19 at the Athletic Club.

Credit Policy - sent back to committee for clarification and rework.

Dredging - we are waiting for information from Bob Biersheid

History Committee - there will be a "brain trust" meeting on the "General" on June 23.

The next board meeting will be moved up a week to May 21, as the regular meeting would be on Memorial Day.

Meeting adjourned.

Open slips - Pat has a handle on the number and sizes of
slips still available for the 2007 season. The number stands
at around twenty in a variety of sizes and locations at this
time. If you know of someone looking for a slip, have them
get in touch with the office NOW! 

NOTE: We are offering a $100.00 credit to any member who
refers a boater who leases a slip at the SPYC.   

Work orders - Please remember that if you see something

that needs attention on the docks, gates, boat yard, etc.; be
sure to fill out a Work order request. Requests can be found
on the web site or pick one up in the office.  

Security – Nothing to report this month. Be sure to report
any problems to the police and the office.

Vessel Safety Checks – The Coast Guard Auxiliary is setting
up June 2nd as their 2nd Vessel Safety Check day at SPYC.
They plan to have 6-10 examiners available to do inspec-
tions.

Fiberglass boats can be inspected on land as long as required
equipment is on board and the DC (battery) systems are
operational. Steel and wood boats can only be inspected in
the water.

Dennis Sando and Bob Smekta are available to examine
boats at time other than these dates.

Staff can also do these checks for a charge or a current sur-
vey will also satisfy the requirement.

The operations team has discussed, but did not pass, a rule
that would keep boats from being launched if the office does
not have proof of a successful inspection from the previous
year. If passed, this could take effect in the spring of 2008,
so 2007 inspections are strongly urged.

I know many of these points are repetitive month after
month but they are important and need to be applied by all.

With that said…Lets go boating!
