From the Management...

The big news this month is dredging and water lev -
els. As the high water of earlier this year has receded,
we’re starting to see exactly what levels of extra silt the
flood waters brought us. The news is not good.

We have scheduled the upper harbor mouth and well area
to be dredged as soon as possible after the DNR imposed
moratorium that is lifted June 15th. The area was sound -
ed on June 3-4 and we're seeing 2-3 the material we has

to remove the last time we did this in 2005 - about 3,000
cubic yards.

We will be holding this material in the north end of the
boat lot very close to to the river until it is adequately
dried and then moving out via trucks for use as fill. This
is a more drawn out process but saves us a good deal of
money. It also will build up the area were the lot is lowest
and first susceptible to flooding so some may stay there.
We will have to pull down the fencing and move some
boats and you'll see that happen over the next couple
weeks.

| wish had more positive news about the other dredging

we need. There are the typical areas in the lower harbor
that need to be addressed like the area between the

Miller dock and City dock, and the harbor mouth. This is
always an expensive proposition and we are trying to get
some FEMA assistance as the flood has made the situa -
tion much worse. If you are in - or go through - a particu -
larly shallow area, please inform me so | can keep track.

We'll try to mark any areas that are particularly danger -
ous. If you're in a real shallow slip, we'll try and move you
to a more suitable area until we get some relief.

I'd like to touch on the dog issue again. If you have a
dog, it has to be on the leash UNLESS it's on your boat.
That means it must be on a leash in the Park or parking
lots, on the dock, up at Camp Clubhouse, EVERY -
WHERE. This is not just our rules, it both Park rules and
State law. There are a lot of dogs here - big, small, lively,
quiet - but it doesn’t matter. The rule applies to ALL own
ers and ALL dogs. We've been doing pretty good on this
over last season but we're getting sloppy again. IF YOU
HAVE A DOG, THIS APPLIES TO YOU.

We are going into event season. Elsewhere in this
issue | have published the events calendar for Harriet
Island, please make note of those dates that have info
regarding controlled parking/access and plan accordingly.
There are just a handful through Taste of Minnesota and
they should be minimally disruptive.

Speaking of Taste , there have been a number of
