ble), Overall Vessel condition: Clean bilge, electrical system,
fuel system, No automotive parts. Not complying with this
rule could impede your launch. Every boat needs to get this
done NOW!

Callisto On The Move
by Jim Johnson - UH80

We arrived at the Columbus Marina in Columbus, Mississippi on Nov. 23rd . We stayed there until Jan. 4th.
During those six weeks we got acquainted with many of the boat owners that were heading to the gulf and also
doing the loop. On our second morning in Columbus we spotted a familiar boat called "The Columbia”. You will
remember this as Dave Engfers boat which was tied along the Miller Dock for many years. The new owners had
been there for a couple months and they planed on staying for a few more. We had a nice long visit with them
before we left. They were enjoying their new boat.

We left Columbus on the morning of Jan. 4th and made it as far as Cochran's Cutoff at mile 287 on the Tenn-Tom
waterway before we decided to drop anchor for the night. As we pulled into this anchorage we lost the use of our
sounder and | had to use a depth gauge | didn't have much faith in. As we got farther into the cutoff the sounder
came back to life and | regained the ability to find a safe spot for the night. Our next destination was Demaopoalis,
Alabama at mile 216 and we arrived there at 4:30 in the afternoon. We gased-up and then went to dinner at The
Red Barn. It was the eatery recommended by the local folks. We left at 6:00 am the next morning and made
the 97 mile trek to Bobby's Fish Camp. During the summer months they have a tie along dock which is 160 feet
long but they pull this out in December and don't put it back until April. The gas dock is 40 feet long and there
was already a 35 foot boat tied up for the night. They offered and we accepted to tie up to their boat for the
night. In the morning we met Bobby and filled up with gas. Even though we were not tied up to his dock, he
charged us $40.00 for the night. He also added a surcharge of 5% if you use a credit card for your purchases.
We had brought some cash with us so we paid him in fifty dollar bills. He liked that. On the wall of the office was
a mounted alligator gar fish that weighed 150 pounds. Bobby caught it a few years back.

The next morning we went through Coffeeville Lock & Dam. This was the 42nd lock we had gone through on our
trip to the gulf. It is also the last lock before reaching Mobile Bay. We didn't want to get to Mobile towards dusk
so we anchored 50 miles upstream in a deep anchorage called the Alabama Cutoff. There was a depth of 10 to
12 feet all the way into the cutoff. When we left the next morning there was a good deal of fog so we cruised
slow for about an hour until it burned off.

Arriving in Mobile Bay is quite a site. Huge oil tankers are lined up on the west side of the channel and all sorts
of other ocean going vessels are scattered among the large slips and tie alongs. We entered the shipping chan-
nel at marker 84 and continued out into the gulf until we reached marker 72. At this point we turned to a 90
degree heading and east for one mile. We then turned to a 120 degree heading and after 6 % miles we entered
Eastern Shores Marina. That night we opened a bottle of champagne which was given to us by Gary and Paula
Fishbeck of UH72. They wanted us to celebrate when we finally made it to the gulf. On Tuesday Jan. 15th we
are leaving Eastern Shore and cruising over to Pensacola via the intercoastal waterway. We will have our long
awaited visit with Ron and Barb Hilson on the 23rd. Skip and Becky Mosby as well as Mark Mosby will also be in
Pensacola during that period. I'm sure we will have a great time visiting with them. We will open our second bot-
tle of champagne that evening. This was given to us by Bill and Mary Pat Gibbs, UH76. Mark will cruise with us
from the 24th to the 30th. During that time we hope to visit Ft. Walton Beach, Destin, Panama City and
Apalachicola.

Our last article didn't make it into the A&L so here is the continuation.

On Jan. 15th we left Eastern Shore Marina and cruised over to Pensacola Bay via the intercoastal waterway.
Very relaxing indeed. On the port side we passed a marina and restaurant called LuLu's. LuLu is Jimmy Buffet's
sister. We decided to pass this by and stop on our way back in March. We checked into Palafox Marina in
Pensacola and stayed there for a week. We hired a diver to check our props and install new zincs on our shafts.
He came up with a poly rope that was 6 foot long and 1 ¥ inches in diameter. It was lodged between the rear
strut and the prop. He also checked all the thru-hull fittings and charged us $100.00. We met at Ron and Barb
Hilson's house for a get together during that week. Mark Mosby, Skip and Becky Mosby and their son Ken, Gary
Hietala and his friend Brad, Sharon and | were all in attendance. We had a great time with lots of snacks and

beverages. The next day we were given a private tour of the Naval Air Museum by Ron. He is a walking ency-
clopedia of Naval history. He spent 28 years in the Naval Air Program and retired as a Commander. He was
also an F4 carrier pilot that spent 3 years active duty in Vietnam. Our thanks go out to Ron for all his service.

After our week at Palafox we checked into the Naval Base Marina. We were sponsored by Ron. A first class
operation with wonderful new docks and fingers. The docks are floating so you don't have to worry about the
tides. We spent 3 days there and then moved on to Ft. Walton Beach for a two day stay. Mark Mosby is now
onboard and is a great help. We then left for Panama Beach Marina. On our cruise over we passed Destin and

be going back up the TomBigbee Waterway (450 miles), down the Tennessee River (235 miles), down the Ohio
River (60 miles) and up the Mississippi River (840 miles) for a total of 1,585 miles. We will stay at some marina's
or anchorages for a few days. In Columbus, MS we will rent a car and drive to Tupelo, MS to see the birth place
of Elvis and then over to Graceland. A few other side trips are planned.
