We’re happy to say we’ve had a quiet year in the yard with no damage or break-ins that have
come to light. We have, however, had couple of unfortunate situations this year with boats in
the water being damaged through sinking or fire. Please keep these guidelines in mind for
the coming year:

1. Check your shorepower electrical connections frequently. The plug ends at both the
pedestal and the boat get wet, dirty, and tend to take a lot of the strain from the weight of the
cord. They can also get loose. Once these connections do get loose or corroded, they build
up electrical resistance which leads to a lot of extra heat at the connection points - enough
heat to start surrounding wood or fiberglass on fire. This is especially true when running AC
units or heaters as they increase the amp loads on the connections.

2. Smoke detectors and/or Carbon Monoxide alarms are an excellent addition to any boat.
They may alert passers by to a problem on an unattended boat, and they may save your life
if you ever sleep aboard with a generator running. There are several models available that
combine these two functions into one alarm. Cheap life insurance.

3. If you leave your boat connected to the freshwater supply on an ongoing basis, you run
the risk of sinking your boat from the insideout. Check your internal plumbing for leaks fre-
quently; if you leave your boat unattended for more than a day, we recommend you shut off
the water supply at the dock connection.

4. It goes without saying that any boat needs to be equipped with bilge pumps. The chart
below lists a recommendation for number of pumps and capacity. At least one should employ
an automatic switch.

Boat Length No. Pumps Total Capacity - GPH

16 - 20 2 2500  
21 - 26 2 3000 - 3500 
27 - 35 3 3500 - 4500 
36 - 42 3 6000 
43 - 49 3 - 4 8000 

Office Notes

Slip fees are due by March 15th to qualify
for the $50 early pay discount. Please
deduct this from your invoice when you
pay the bill. If you pay (or have paid)by
March 15th and don’t take the discount,  a
$50 credit will appear on your bill going
forward. If you don’t wish to take advan-
tage of the early pay date, slip fees are due
in full by April 15th.

The start of launching is of course largely
determined by the spring weather. As the
season starts, we ask that you get your boat
ready promptly. Last boats out last year will
be the first boats in this year. Please be
ready! if we have to move your boat to get
to someone behind you, there will be a
charge.

We need signed leases and current insur-
ance certificates in the amount $300,000
minimum liability coverage for any boat in
our harbor. We will be forwarding a notice
with the April statement to any slipholders
who do not have these items current in our
files.

We will be issuing the 2005 directory
around May 1st. As always, please inform
us of any changes in your address, phone
numbers or other directory information.
