Boat with a History
1950's Minnetonka party boat turned SPYC live-aboard

Sometime in the 60s and 70s the boat allegedly became a water taxi on Lake Minnetonka. It was used to deliyer
supplies and mail to the cottages in the Orono area. I've heard that in those days homes on that part of the lake
were still just summer cottages with limited road accédter it's taxi days the boat was moved to Pres¥utt,

at the confluence of the Mississippi and Groix Rivers. The boat became a ship's store in the Prescott area for

a few years.Then a man named JeNYheeler bought the boat and moved it back towards Lake Minnetonka.

He blocked it up in a field in Mound, where he intended to work on the boat, but never did much with it.

In 1990, Dale Becker ("Sharky") bought the boat, and moved it from the field in Mound to the Mississippi River
It cost $1700 to haul the boat by truck, in addition to a $150 "wide load" permit. Sharky said they moved the
boat early in the morning to the launch sit8\@tegate Marina.The heavy boat "teetered and tottered" in the
slings until it was finally in the riverSharky renamed the boat the "Capo di Capo” and was a live-aboard at the
S. PaulYacht Club for eight years.

In 1998 Sharky traded the Capo di Capo to Bill Eastman for a piece of land dnibbrfs River in Florida.
Bill was in his 90s when he acquired the boat, and eventually split ownership with Jim Hillimeyntook the
boat out occasionally and kept up its reputation of smashing intd.tRa@Yacht Club docks at a good clip.
