We have been on the farm for
about three months. The weather
has been mixed sun and rain  with
the road open 18 days in October,
11 days in November and 20 days
in December.
Our house is done and furnished
34 x 50 feet of cement. It has 4
bedrooms and 2 baths plus a large
family / kitchen room. An earth
quake broke a water pipe last sum-
mer so we had to carry water till it
was fixed...Now we have added a
12 x 12 x 7 foot water tank so we
will always have water. We have 5
baby cows, and 19 young cows to
total  40 cows, 30 chickens, 33
turkeys, 7 dogs, plus wild animals.

Our last caretaker retired so we
have a new family to take care of
60 acres for $100 plus a month.
They live in a 30 x 60 wood frame
house. 

We have Christmas lights on the
house and some trees. Most farms
have no electricity so no lights.
We baked a tom turkey for
Christmas but only had Julia´s
brother and our caretakers family.

A cow just got stuck in the mud
crossing the stream-luckily we
were able to pull it out with ropes.

I got lost on the farm the other day
following the North fence to the
end. I tried a shortcut but it was
too hot and I gave up and called
for help. I got a piggy back ride
back on the back of two men. The
farm has a lot of huge hills so I
tire easily.

We had 46 avocados on the table
from wind fall. Also mangoes,
pappia and misc. vegetables.

We had 18 workers for several
days to clean brush. Pay was S./ 5
a day plus two meals.

Vessel Safety Checks – The operations team has discussed, but did not pass, a rule that
would keep boats from being launched if the office does not have proof of a successful
inspection from the previous year. If passed, this could take effect in the spring of 2008,
so 2007 inspections are strongly urged.

INSURANCE - INSURANCE - INSURANCE

I called my insurance agent this week to find out about my liability as far as my slipcov-
er is concerned.  She said the physical damage portion was covered under my home-
owner's policy but the liability was a different matter.  If someone was injured while
working on the canvas or the metal framing, I would be responsible.  She added an
endorsement that covered the liability and the cost was $15.00.  She also added a rider
that insured the canvas and framing for up to $5,000.00 and this was added to my
homeowner's policy at no cost. 

In addition, she said that a slip holder without a cover is also responsible to some
extent for any injuries that might occur to any of their guests.  Even though the SPYC
has insurance, any lawsuit that might occur will likely name as many defendants as
possible. It would be wise to check with your agent to see how your policy treats these
issues.

Former SPYC Member and past Commodore Fred Nimtz passes away St. Paul Yacht Club Board Meeting Jan 22 2007

Call to order at 7:02 PM. A request to verify that the "General" rehab was not approved. Minutes from
the Dec meeting mention that a costed proposal worksheet was presented, but no vote was taken.

Operations report: Welding for new dock sections going well. There was poor participation at the Boat
Show. We are there to solicit new boaters in the harbor, participants must take their work seriously.
There have been no reported breakins.

Roger's report: Ballots are prepared and being "stuffed" for mailing to all members.

Financial: Keith submitted the financial report. Accepted as submitted.

Grievance Committee: Mark M reported he talked to a member who has been delinquent for quite
awhile. Member did not want to talk to the full grievance committee. The member discussed the situa-
tion with Lee at the last general meeting, but has not followed up with Mark, Lee, or the office. 
After considerable discussion, a motion was made to discontinue the member's membership status and
send the boat to Sheriff's sale to recoup our expenses. (DS, 2nd KH). Motion passed.

A motion was made to discontinue another member's membership who has also been delinquent for
over a year, and is making no apparent effort to rectify the account. A motion was made to allow the
member to sell the slip cover to pay part of the bill, and put the boat up for Sheriff's sale to recoup our
expenses (GM 2nd KH). Motion passed.

Membership: Jim reported that we will probably have at least two new member applications, Pat
Buleah? and Carol Pine. Social: no report.

There will be a sendoff party for Will Steger from noon to 1:30 on Saturday, Jan 27th in the lower harbor
area. 

Lee reported nothing new with regard to the city and dredging. We will probably present a recommen-
dation to the new board to proceed with action against the city.

There was a discussion regarding eligibility for board election. There seems to be some confusion
regarding the requirement that a member must be a slipholder to be eligible. The distributed By-laws for
2006 (draft copy, not ratified) Paragraph 2 page 3 says "only voting members with at least one year of
active membership in good standing and a slip leaseholder in the SPYC shall be eligible for election to
the board. One member who was nominated is not technically a slipholder, but is a long-standing mem-
ber, currently on the board, and has an application in, and has paid a deposit, for a slip in the lower har-
bor.

In closing, Lee thanked all the board members for their service in 2006.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:50.

2007 Insurance coverage
Please note all boats at the St. Paul Yacht Club require  minimum $300,000 liability insurance coverage. Please request that
your insurance company list the St. Paul Yacht Club as an additional insured as part of your coverage. There is no extra
charge on your policy for this and it accomplishes two important goals:

One, it makes legal litigation against the club (therefore you)  less likely in the event of a loss

Two, the insurance company will AUTOMATICALLY notify us when your policy is renewed thus making it unnecessary for
you to track down a proof of insurance certificate to provide to us each year.  

Thank you for your attention to the insurance coverage on your boat. We will be doing an insurance certificate audit and you
will be notified with the April billing statements if we DO NOT have a current certificate on file for you.
