This is no
longer an option; every boat needs to pass the minimum requirements set by
the club. No boats will be launched without a 2009 safety check.

With no guests (we don’t actually consider Roger a guest), there was no open forum. 
 
The 02/23 minutes were accepted as presented. 
 
The treasure’s report was presented, including cash on hand, accounts receivable, accounts payable, clubhouse 
fund, and long term debt reports. There was some discussion about accounts receivable including a number of 
past due accounts of slipholders. 
 
The Commodore announced some additional committee assignments, Ruby as a consultant for branding and 
marketing, and Tom Marrone as Fleet Captain. 
 
Operations: Updates on dredging - we may have to dump the dredging spoils at Southport, not upstream of the 
upper harbor parking lot. This extra transit distance will probably impact the cost of dredging. Roger is pursuing 
this and will keep us updated.   
We have had no security issues that we know about in the boat yard, but we have had a number of break-ins and 
thefts from cars in the lower harbor parking lot.  
Capital – all the triangles are welded and have been sent for plating. These will be used to strengthen some of 
the long slips in all harbors. 
Travel lift – new slings have been ordered, and maintenance has been performed, including a rebuilt carburetor.  
There are currently 25 open slips, but Roger has had a number of inquiries, so we expect that number to drop.  
There will be a city-sponsored Harriet Island cleanup on Apr 11; all members are encouraged to help. Our 
Nailaway will be on May 16. 
A keyswitch has been added to the parking lot sliding gate, so we need not always remember the access code. 
The standing rules committee heard concerns regarding open flames aboard vessels and on the docks. There is 
some concern about charcoal-heated grilles; propane-powered grilles are probably OK in some circumstances. 
A slip reorganization / widening proposal was approved. We will be removing a small number of fingers in 
each harbor. The neighboring fingers will be moved to create additional 14 to 16 foot wide slips. We have had 
to turn away some boats because we did not have slips wide enough to accommodate the boats. 
Clubhouse – the updated report was presented. The platform engineer wants to increase the float size to 
accommodate higher predicted snow load. There will be some impact on the platform cost if we increase the 
float depth. 
 
Strategic Plan – we discussed many aspects of the previously submitted Strategic Plan. All aspects of the plan 
will be reviewed and a revised plan submitted in the near future. 
 
Meeting adjourned at 8:25.
