It’s been great to see the increased activity level in the
boatyard and in the marina in general since the warmer
weather began.  We’ve launched several boats and are
ready for you to schedule your splash date, too.  Call Pat
with your request and he’ll fit you in to the planned
launch days.

Friendly reminder:Be sure to keep in mind the SPYC’s
commitment to a clean environment and safetywhile
you are working on your boat and when you get back in
the water.  Use plastic or a tarp on the ground when chip-
ping paint and re-painting, draining antifreeze, etc.
Dispose of all unused paint and other fluids properly.
Make sure you don’t have gas or oil leaks as you plan to
launch.  Be sure to anticipate and watch for ANYTHING
that might cause sparks, excessive heat, etc. and cause a
fire on or around your boat.  We can’t emphasize this too
strongly.  Also, be sure you have a working fire extin-
guisher handy at all times, in the yard and on your boat.
Any questions about proper disposal of old tarps, contam-
inants or other environmental and safety issues?  Call Pat
or Roger for advice.    

Dredgingfor the LH is scheduled to begin later this
month.  Please be patient with the disruption in facilities
and yard staff availability while we prepare for and man-
age this important project. The Board is working on the
most cost effective methods of financing this necessary
work through the very economical dredging source that
Pat researched and arranged for us.  Barb Haake joined
our attorney, Tom Fabel, and me at an April 13 meeting
with City of St. Paul representatives to urge them, again,
to cooperate in getting this Corps of Engineers
(COE)/City responsibility met.  Barb is using her govern-
ment operations knowledge, experience and contacts, as
well as her past Commodore experience, to assist the
Club in getting this expense covered.  We are respectful
of the City and the COE and are doing everything we can
to maintain positive relationships with both entities, yet
we can’t sit back and do nothing.  The dollars for this
project are available through government at some level
and we intend to find the right source(s) to relieve the
Club of this extraordinary financial burden. 

Speaking of good relationships with the City and other gov-
ernment agencies, the Board and I want to remind everyone
that ONLY the Commodore or those approved directly by
the Commodore are authorized to have contact with govern-
ment officials on behalf of the SPYC.  This is very impor-
tant to our present and future operations.  If you have ques-
tions about this long-standing policy, which is part of our
Bylaws, please contact either Roger Anderson or me.  

Some more Friendly reminders: 

1. Many boaters are constantly thinking about their next
boat … bigger, newer, whatever.  If you are thinking of
buying a boat larger than your current slip, please contact
the Office ASAPand let them know you need to request
a larger slip when one is available.  Remember that the
overall length of your boat includes any swim platform,
bow pulpit, tender tied to the boat, etc.  Club rules don’t
allow your boat to extend beyond the end of the fingers
of the slip.

2. Jerry Quaal has accepted the responsibility of chairing
the New Clubhouse Committee which incorporates both
the water and land-based subcommittees.

3. If you are having problems getting your boat out of the
boatyard by the required date, getting insurance coverage
for your boat, paying a SPYC invoice on time, etc.,
please call the Office and talk with Roger.  He may be
able to recommend a solution for you or refer you to the
Board to ask for an exception, depending on the circum-
stances.  As with life in general, it’s important to commu-
nicate if you believe you’re not going to be able to meet
a commitment.  Doing nothing is not a successful option.
The Staff and Board are here to help whenever possible,
so please let us know about your special situation.

4. If you’re interested in monitoring river depth for our
marina and other related information, there’s a link
through the SPYC website to NOAA’s website.

5. Please join us at the May general membership meeting
on Tuesday, 5/9 on the General.

Be sure
to get your RSVPin ASAP.  We want to see you there.
It’s always a great time.

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Job Well Done
The water-based clubhouse subcommittee has finished its preliminary drawings, modeling and cost estimates.  They have arrived at a
cost figure that would replace "The General" with a beautiful functional building built on a large floating platform. It would be 1/3 larg-
er than "The General" and would not increase slip fees.  The committee worked very hard during the end of 2004 and throughout 2005.
All ideas and proposals were brought to the board of directors during this process.  The board approved the preliminary plans and voted
in favor of a presentation to be made to the membership.  This presentation was to have been at the March 2006 meeting but the dredg-
ing issue has now taken precedence and any clubhouse plans will have to wait.

Impor t ant  oper at i ons not es:
Dredging will be starting on Wednesday, May 3rd in the lower harbor. If this effects you in any way, we will contact you. It is expected
that the dredging will take one week however there are factors that may shorten or lengthen this time somewhat.

The gas dock will be operational the third week in May. It is being used as a temporary home from some boats displaced by the dredg-
ing until that time.

We have installed many new fingers in the upper harbor. Please do not make any dock modifications, painting, mounting anything etc.
without checking with the office first. Keep the docks clean and free of clutter.

All boats must be operational and out of the storage yard by June 1st. All sheds or covers must be down by May 1st.

If you received a notice on your insurance information, please have your agent send us a copy of your certificate. All boats in our har-
bors must be insured with at least $300,000 liability, and we need current proof of insurance on file in the SPYC office.

When you return to your slip for the first time this season, please note any damage or maintenance issues. Please fill out a service
request form available from the office or on the SPYC website at http://stpaulyachtclub.org.

Call to order at 7:00 PM

Open Forum: Dave Nelson presented information on a plan to build a 200-unit floating condominium that would be moored just
upstream of the mouth of the upper harbor. This powered vessel would be moored here from late April through early September, then
head downstream and return in the spring. As part of the proposal, his company would build a community center/SPYC clubhouse
much like Truman's earlier proposal. In addition, they would pave the parking lot. We would need to find a new location for the gas
dock, and we would have to share the parking area with the residents. Dave will need a quick response to this proposal. HD suggested
that we need a separate meeting to discuss it.

Minutes: The January board meeting minutes (MJ Babcock) were approved. The February board meeting minutes (DLSando) were
approved. LPindicates we will try to have the meetings end no later than 9:00PM.

Staff reports: Pat - Not present Roger - submitted a written report, passed out to all members present.
Additions - the audit is complete.  Member who is past due has agreed to a payment plan, his past due amount to be paid by April 5,
then start monthly payments on May 10.  Motion by KH second by LG, the payment plan be approved, and the member allowed sum-
mer slippage. Passed. Two members still have no insurance certificates to the office, yet. One member may be trying to sell the boat. If
so, it would no longer be "grandfathered" with regard to deficiencies in propulsion, etc.

Treasurer's report: Keith Holm. The finance committee meeting will be 3/29. Some agenda items will be: financing of dredging,
review of the credit policy, member invoicing, and a long-term budget plan including dredging. A suggestion from HD that if we have a
dredging assessment that we separate it from the slip fees so that we don't have to pay the city 12.5% of these fees. The finance com-
mittee will check on this. The auditors will present the audit at the next board meeting.

Operations: Gordy Mergens. This year's docks are built, and are being decked. The travel lift motor has been rebuilt and is back, a new
radiator will be in this week. Other items as listed in the written report.

Membership: Liz Garland. Discussed the new boater orientation. We have about 40 new boaters this year.

Social: Wanda Pichelman. Next meeting Wednesday on the River Grille. A band is hired for the Commodore's Ball on May 5. Note
that this is a Friday evening. The schedule is 6:30-7:30, cocktails, 7:30-8:30, dinner.

Commodore: -Lee Pfielsticker. Dredging (lower harbor) will be started at the end of April. We will have to move the Miller dock and
crossing dock. Motion by KH, second GD, to allow LPto approve the contract bid. Passed.

A suggestion that we need an operations plan for moving the lower harbor boats and docks so that boaters know what's happening. We
reviewed the Watergate lease. It is biased toward the city.

Roger will set up due dates for staff reports.

A discussion of the Fillmore dinner on May 11.  Motion by GM, second GD that SPYC sponsor a table. Passed

We discussed the board objectives passed out at the last meeting. Further discussion was tabled.

The clubhouse committee current members are: Sara Burkes, Judy Gerhke, Wanda Pichelman, Barb Haake, Robert apJones, and Dick
Fischer, Howard Dahlgren, chair

We discussed a meeting to review Dave's proposal, perhaps via phone or e-mail. No decision was made.
