As all of you are aware, our clubhouse - the General - has
left and unfortunately, it took two bathrooms/ showers

with it that we relied on to service our members and tran -
sients We are planning the following changes until our

new clubhouse is fully functional:

We added a shower to the bathroom in the club’s office
trailer and installed an old lockset from the General so
anyone with a marina key can enter. There will be locked
inside doors so we can maintain a secure office and histo -
ry center/storage area. | expect this to ready by the time
you read this. The gas dock is installed and the
shower/bathroom on that is functional too, but we will be
remodeling that also, to be done by May 10th or so. If
warranted, we will provide an additional portable toilet at
the east end of the lot by the office. This would serve
“camp clubhouse” as well.

I'm also pleased to announce that we now have full cable
tv service available in the upper harbor (it has been avail -
able in the lower harbor for some time) and if you are
interested, our contact person is Nate Peterson at 651-
248-3561 or Nathan_Peterson @cable.comcast.com. He
can answer any questions you might have, sign you up
and even come down and turn on your connection - often
the same day. The same service will be provided to the
Dahlgren dock however the rollout date is some time
away. You may also notice some improvements in the
WiFi speeds as we now have a high speed internet feed
for the upper harbor system (it's been on a DSL line).
Speaking of the WiFI system, I've had a few calls from

people with problems. We've had equipment issues over
the winter and the system is not working up to standards
- we've replaced some components and we're trying to
track down all the issues and we’ll make whatever
changes needed to improve it. We may add more nodes
and we may hardwire some parts of the system that are
currently RF driven. I would also mention that there is a
detailed “user’'s manual” for the system that will help you
configure your devices to work with it. It's available either
printed or I can e-mail you a copy.

PAY your bill if you have not. The deadline for the sum -
mer slip balance was April 15th, over two weeks ago.
There are still a substantial number of boaters who have
not paid their balances and have not contacted me to dis -
Cuss options.

PUT your boat in the right slip if it ain’t right now.

GET your boat inspected. Denny Sando at 612-720-8657
is your point man on this. We have set aside the weekend
of XXX to have a whole crew of inspectors on site.

GAS DOCK is in place and operational. The pumpout
system is running and gas is available. We will start the
scheduled attendants on the 15th, 10-6 Saturdays, and
12-6 Sundays through May. We are, of course, open dur -
ing weekday business hours as well, just give us a call at
651-292-8964. If you need gas at any other times, call me
and we'll find a way to accommodate you. Gas is $3.50 per
gallon at this time.

Clubhouse Report — 4/26/10

The clubhouse committee met on 4/22/10. In attendance were; Mark MRishgrd
Felsheim Roger Anderson and Jim Johnson. Also present were Gakyvgvin and
Elliot Christensen from the Morton Company.

1. At this time the Morton Co. is in a holding pattern as farbaginning the
manufacture of the building. They need to see an approval letter from the cipgmonia
of some sort. Roger has been trying to reach our new lawyan Bfion, but has not
received any return calls or emails. Roger requested ithafahnson should try and
reach Brian and get the process moving.

2. The final plans were discussed and they should be in our hahds2wteeks. The
8 foot overhang was discussed and Mark will have a plate instahash wvill run the
length of the 80 foot platform which faces east. This platesuplport the fixtures for
the vertical posts which will be under the overhand.

3. Once we receive approval from the city it will take 4 weeksmanufacture the
building and 3 to 4 weeks to construct it on our platform.

4. In accordance with OSHA, we will be installing temporaayjings around the
perimeter of the platform with a minimum of 42 inches in hemid able to stand the
weight of a 200 Ib. person leaning against it. We will be supplgimegk sections all
around the perimeter of the platform. Morton will supply the anchaurés for the
vertical posts and we will install them as per their spacing requirements

5. We discussed colors for the roof and sides and decided to staglasFyto the
rendering colors which were proposed by our designer Al Jessark bue roof and
agua sides with a darker green on the 4 foot wainscoat.

6. A door was discussed and voted on for a side entrance to the lauadryt avél be
installed on the wall that faces the well. Entering fromoiitside, the door will swing in
and to the left.

7. The platform will be moved as close to the well as possibladcess to Mortons
crane and staging area. We may need to supply a boat and mqiosddle access for
the workers. We will also supply fire extinguishers, life jackets and othety stfms.

8. After the Morton people left the bathrooms and holding tanks wengsdest. Mark
has literature from Shurflow which shows that we can instaktsilshowers and sinks
and not have to do any under floor plumbling. We also discussed the galtinhge
holding tank and Mark thinks a 50 gallon tank would suffice. We maylliristader the
counter in the men’s bathroom or in the laundry. TBD.

9. Jim met with Peter Kramer prior to the meeting to disflossing options. Peter
thinks wood flooring is not the best way to go with the humidity amdpé&zature
conditions that will exist. He recommended looking at a productMalimoleum. Jim
stopped at Seestedts and picked up a few samples. The saleSwuastatlts also agreed
that wood is not the best choice in this situation. He could howeyglysus with
whatever we decided on whether it be wood, Marmoleum or tile.

grams on a laptop computdhe BARRON has two complete redundant set ups,
each with a GPS feed that shows real time positioning on charts as youTineve.

charts show all danger areas, marker buoys, shallows, ports, etc. Coupled with the
BARRON's radar and auto pilot you can safely navigate under virtually any weath
er condition including night running and zero visibility fog. Ron has the BARRON

set up very well andlearned the nav “tricks” pretty quickly

Something that Wasnt used to
seeing was fish the size of people
with large dorsal fins swimming
around.We saw Dolphins all over
usually swimming in pairs.
Sometimes they would follow the
boat and seemed to like playing in
the wakes. Marinés lore is that
they bring good luck, which we
experienced on our trip anyway

On our run from Panama City to Pott 3o we

ran “outside” of the Intercostal in the Gulf of
Mexico properl've never been on the ocean in a
small boat and it was always fun to look ioto

the west and see nothing but watdriofo the
horizon. Fortunately the weather was extremely
favorable, about 60 degrees and virtually no wind
- we could have motored for days out in the big
water under conditions like that.

sun, powerful storms, and salt water all combine to age
boats fast. Economic pressures also probably factor in
and as a result, there are ay@mnumber of derelict and
abandon boats through out the intercosta.décoming

a serious problem for the state of Florida as it of course
costs a good deal to collect and properly dispose of
them. Some are pretty obvious as to why they were
abandoned...some look pretty serviceable still. I'm sure
theres a great story behind each one.
