From the Management...

| am pleased to report that this will be my final "flood
update", at least for this spring if not the entire year.

We have our phones, internet, and e-mail service back
as of this morning. | will be working to get all the wifi
systems around the marina up and running in the next
day or two.

The lot we used off Water St. has been completely
emptied and cleaned up. We've launched about 20
boats so far, as you become ready to go in contact me;
we'll be launching as people are ready. We will be
cleaning and repositioning ramps as the water levles
allow this next week.

The water is still quite high and there is considerable
current. The whole river system is really full of water all
the way south of us so the levels are dropping slowly.
The main effect of this is that it's slowing us down a lit-
tle in terms of getting boats that slip on the Dahlgren
dock and lower harbor locations in their correct slips. |
would recomend waiting at least another week to 10

days before any river travel, including moving to the
other harbors.

The final piece to the flood picture that we still don't
know is what effect the extended high water has had
on out silt deposit situation. It is still too high to get
meaningful depth readings. We may in fact have high
water still for many weeks into the season and as
depth readings become available we will continue to
evaluate the best use of our slips.

A final note: Thanks to everyone for the patience and
cooperation. The flood resulted in a lot of extra work
but no injuries, damage to facilities or boats, or equip-
ment. We had a very good group of volutneers and
employees and | think we had a good plan again this
year. I've heard it said that you can judge the health of
an orginization by how it reacts to an emergency, and
once again the SPYC has taken it all in stride. I'm sure
there are challenges ahead as we start to find how the
water depth has been changed, but we will take those
in stride as well.
