It’s over. The summer boats are in
the boat yard, and the year round
boaters are fortifying their boats for
winter. This was a great, safe season
at the SPYC.  Thanks to Roger and
his staff and to all the boaters who
made this happen. Let us continue
this safety record through the winter
and in to next season. Safety is no
accident.   Thank you all !!!

Security – The automatic gate in the
boat yard and fence to finish enclos-
ing the boat yard are installed. The
area next to the office is also being
blocked off with posts and a gate.
Park security is patrolling the area.
We are also doing our own patrols
(If interested, call the office). There
are several security cameras on
order and should be installed soon.
Plus, a few boats in the yard have
their own systems installed to scare
of unwanted guests. The live aboard
community needs to keep valuables
out of sight and your car locked.
Keep the gates locked and be sure of
whom you let in the gate to keep
strangers off the dock. Operations
has security as the number one pri-
ority.

Dredging – Members of the Corps
where at the lower harbor last week
to look at the layout. They have a
model that they will are running to
determine cause and effect. They
should have some suggestions to
remedy the silting situation soon.
This is good news for the club.   

Club house – The board approved
the committee’s recommendation to
move ahead with phase one of the
club house which is the platform.
The cost will be covered by 50,000
of the Club House Fund. We plan to
use only the money in the fund and
not secure any other financing, or
pay as you go. The General is for
sale if anyone is interested.     

New Standing Rule!!! – In an effort
to improve our image with the city
and our neighbors, the following
rule was approved by the board this
month. Slip covers installation and

condition:

No slip cover shall be installed with-
out approval. Slip covers and frames
shall be of the approved design and
construction and must be kept in
serviceable condition. Any frame
with damaged, rusted, or bent pipes
must be repaired as soon as possible.
Covers are to be kept in good serv-
iceable condition without holes and
tears, and may not be delaminated or
severely discolored. Covers must be
tied down in such a manner that they
cannot blow free. Any cover that has
holes larger then a golf ball or tears
longer than six inches must be
replaced as soon as possible. If the
owner does not remove a damaged
cover in a reasonable time, or within
30 days of a verbal or written notice
from the office, the SPYC will remove
the damaged cover, dispose of it, and
bill the owner accordingly. Tie down
bars less then 6 feet above the dock
must be moved to at least 6 feet
above the dock when replacing the
cover. All frames must be covered
from June 1 to September 1. 

Vessel Safety Checks – Not comply-
ing with this rule WILL impede
your launch or lease renewal in
2009.  Please get the 2008 report
into the office to be recorded. If you
have not had a check performed on
you boat in 2008, you need to get
this done. This is now a standing
rule that operations is enforcing. The
club is requiring that each boat have
a current survey, or a safety inspec-
tion performed by either the coast-
guard auxiliary (free) or staff
(charge) and proof that the boat
meets minimum requirements of
Fire Extinguishers, Ventilation,
Backfire Flame Control (if applica-
ble), Marine Sanitation Devises (No
discharge of untreated waste possi-
ble), Overall Vessel condition: Clean
bilge, electrical system, fuel system,
No automotive parts. If you have
not complied to this rule, you need
to get this done NOW!

St. Paul Yacht Club Board Meeting 09-22-08

Guests Present: Ron Hilson, Roger Anderson, Julie Marrone, Will Steger. Call to order at 7:03 PM. 
 
Open forum – Will Steger presented his plan to acquire a 16’ x 72’ hull on which he would build a liveaboard boat for dockage 
at the SPYC roughly two years in the future. He was instructed to file a specific plan with the Operations committee and to 
make sure he is on the liveaboard waiting list if he wishes to sell his current boat as a liveabord.  
 
The August minutes were approved as presented. 
 
Financial – Jerry Quaal reviewed the items that the finance committee is working into the budget including extra payments to 
the long term debt equivalent to the 3% increase of last year, $40,000 for dredging of upper harbor, capital budget based in 
available funds, and a possible re-working of the slip rate formulas. The committee will have a completed budget by the 
October meeting. 
 
Operations – The Operations committee brought forth two motions from their report. It was recommended that an automatic 
security gate be installed at an estimated cost of $17,500, the motion was passed. It was recommended that the slip cover rule 
formulated by the Ops committee be added to the standing rules, motion passed. Further committee report: The General will be 
closed for the winter starting roughly first week in November as the heating system is unsafe for use over the winter. The gas 
dock pump upgrade has been completed; the pumps now read the correct price and can be set for up to $9.99 per gallon. The 
BIG project for the Dahlgren docks was presented to the City and the idea was well received, there is still some clarification 
that needs to be done regarding bridge easements. A motion was made by Jim Johnson, seconded by Tom Marrone to move 
forward and write a non-binding grant proposal for submission to the DNR. Motion passed. 
 
Marketing – Tom Marrone gave a report for the committee. If the BIG transient project goes through, it would be helpful to the 
marketing efforts. For the 2009 season the plan would be to repeat the marketing efforts that seemed to work this year 
including both the Minneapolis and St. Paul boat shows, Scuttlebutt ads, letters to brokers regarding the “slip bounty” program, 
etc. Tom also reminded everyone that it is important to continue marketing to our own members and encourage them to spread 
the enthusiasm.  
 
Social – The last general meeting of the year will be held on Tuesday, October 14th. The entire board congratulated Julie 
Marrone and the Social committee for a good series of well attended events over the year. A Halloween party is also planned 
for Friday, October 31st and the Christmas party will be held at the Pool & Yacht Club on December 14th. 
 
Clubhouse – Dave McKusik reported that the committee now has the written permission from the City and there is a planning 
meeting for Wednesday, September 24th. The committee has contacted Fred Hunt for assistance in engineering the floating 
platform. The Commodore requested that a plan with a total project budget be presented at the October board meeting for 
approval. It was suggested that a monthly column be started in the Anchor & Line reviewing the progress of the clubhouse 
each month. It was also suggested that a report given at the October 14th General meeting.  
 
Membership – Application received from Bo & Christina Connolly who are currently provisional liveaboards. The board voted 
to accept their membership request. 
 
History Committee – The Commodore reviewed the current state of the SPYC history book project. Afton Press is not in a 
position to do the project and the best alternative would be for the SPYC to self publish the book. Members of the SPYC (and 
any interested other parties) would purchase subscriptions to get the initial capital to start the project. The Commodore 
suggested that the finance committee also allocate a budget of $5000 for the next 4 years as seed money for the committee. 
 
Meeting adjourned at 8:25 PM.
