The meeting was called to order at 7:01 PM 
 
Open forum: Kai Curry came before the board to explain his situation regarding the powering of a liveaboard boat that was 
purchased this year from former member Anne Hunt. Part of the requirements for the sale was that the boat was to be powered to 
meet club rules and the project has experienced some problems. Kai was given a chance to speak and left at 7:21. The mater was 
held over for later discussion.  
 
Ron Hilson suggested that we host a wooden boat show for the 2010 season. Ron also bid the board farewell for the next year as he 
is doing the “loop” with his boat and will return at the end of next season. 
 
The minutes were accepted as printed. 
 
Treasurer’s report - Jerry Quaal was not present due to illness, so the treasurer’s report was presented by Roger, and accepted as 
presented. There was a discussion of the correlation between boaters that have not submitted a safety inspection and past due 
balances. This led to an overall discussion of the safety inspection procedures and methods to improve compliance that went 
beyond the scope of finance report and was referred back to the operations committee.   
 
Operations – A problem with the Miller Dock pumpout system was mentioned and a discussion of the age of the pumpout systems 
and the possibility of getting a grant to replace or add to the present systems was brought up. Discussion turned to a problem 
member and a motion was made to deny a summer season lease for next year by DS, seconded by GM. Motion passed. Further 
discussion turned to the recent fire at River Grove Marina and our efforts to prevent a similar occurrence here, including renewed 
efforts to get ALL boats to comply with vessel safety checks. It was decided that pictures and a story should be run in the Anchor 
and Line to make sure everyone is aware of what happened – and could also happen here. See ops notes for further info. 
 
Promotions – no report. 
 
Social – current event calendar was reviewed including: Oct. 5 – Monday Night Football Vikings  Oct. 8 – Movie night  Oct. 16 – 
TGIF  Oct. 22 – Monster movie night   Oct. 31 – Halloween Bash. Dates and plans for the Holiday Party at the Pool & Yacht Club 
and next year’s Commodore’s Ball on one of the Paddelford boats were mentioned as well.

Strategic Planning – After a month to review the plan that came out of previous meetings, corrections and additions were noted 
and the plan was put before the board. Moved by GM that the 2009 – 2014 strategic plan be approved, passed.  
 
Clubhouse – Welding of sections continues. Roger Anderson and Jim Johnson will explore financing options and report to the 
clubhouse committee. 
 
Membership – A Membership recruitment letter was reviewed and staff was instructed to send the letter to qualified prospective 
members. A membership application was forwarded from Tom Young, however the matter must be bound over until such time as 
Mr. Young has been an associate member for a calendar year. 
 
Board meeting adjourned at 8:10, executive session to consider the Kai Curry matter convened.
