We left St. Paul for our long awaited
cruise to the gulf at 10:00 am Oct. 4th.
We intended to spend our first night at
Lake City but it was so beautiful on the
river, we continued on and anchored-out
a few miles below Alma, WI.  That was a
94 mile day.

We have "hung on the hook" about half
the time so far and we're enjoying this
new experience.  When we reached
Dubuque we spent an extra day at the
Dubuque Yacht Basin.  Sharon's brother
lives there so we had a nice visit with he
and his family.  So far the trip has been
uneventful as far as problems occurring.  

When we anchored at mile 224 we decid-
ed to spend an extra day to just watch the
tows and the river go by.

After leaving the St. Louis area behind,
we cruised down to Hoppies Marina in
Kimmswick, MO.  Hoppies is at mile 158
so we have traveled a total of 682 river
miles thus far.  Fern Hopkins at Hoppies
sends a big hello to Bob Drain.

We will leave Hoppies today, the 19th,
after eating breakfast at the famous Blue
Owl Restaurant & Bakery in Kimmswick.
The Blue Owl was featured on The Food
Network in Sept. 2007.    We will anchor
out for the next 3 nights before arriving at
Green Turtle Bay Marina in Grand River,
KY.  I'm told this will be the most chal-
lenging portion of our trip.  We have
already seen a tow pushing 35 barges
and I've heard that 48 at a time will not be
unusual.  By this time next month we
should be in the gulf.  We will be stopping
at Pensacola Marina for a visit with Ron
and Barb Hilson.

Dredging – The city has agreed to share the cost of a schematic of the harbors
to determine the cause of silting. Then we can address preventative steps to
reduce the amount and frequency that we dredge. The contract has been sign
and results should be to us soon.

Budget – The board set the 2008 budget at the last meeting with a 3% increase
in expenses and fees. The plan is to keep spending down to 2007 levels and
pay down the long term debt with the additional money.        

Vessel Safety Checks – This is not an issue to ignore. If you have had your ves-
sel checked, please get the report into the office to be recorded. If you have not
had a check performed on you boat, you need to do it this year (2007). This is
now a standing rule that operations is enforcing. The club is requiring that each
boat have a current survey, or a safety inspection performed by either the coast-
guard auxiliary (free) or staff (charge) and proof that the boat meets minimum
requirements of Fire Extinguishers, Ventilation, Backfire Flame Control (if appli-
cable), Marine Sanitation Devises (No discharge of untreated waste possible),
Overall Vessel condition: Clean bilge, electrical system, fuel system, No automo-
tive parts. Please get these in to the office if you have not done so yet. By now
all boats should have had an initial check. Every boat needs to get this done
NOW! 

With that said…Lets go boating!

Call to order at 7:00PM. No open forum

Minutes were accepted as corrected.

Finance - Jerry Q. - we may not have to tap the short-term line of credit, or up to $20,000, depending on how
receipts for winter storage come in.  Pat has held expenses to the minimum possible. The treasurer's report
(attached) was accepted. 

Operations - we have two proposals for the dredging study, the one from URS is less expensive, but is an esti-
mate only. The EOR study is higher priced, but is a firm price. Both would add another $2,000 - $3,000 for the
upper harbor modeling.

The U of M study would actually model the river structures around the harbor, including the docks and moored
boats. Their estimate is $50,0000 - $100,000. Perhaps the city and/or COE would benefit from the study to help
solve the problem, and would perhaps help fund the study.

We accepted the committee recommendation to move forward with EOR, pending a meeting to see an actual
example of their modeling results.

From Finance - we will probably have to tap the short-term line to pay fro the study. Gordy will try to set up a
meeting with EOR to clarify the questions. 

Safety Checks - only 42 turned in to the office so far, the CG Auxiliary has performed over 100. The boat owner
is responsible for getting the safety check form into the office.

A motion made to permit in-water winter storage, as long as the boat was not occupied. Work could be performed
during storage, but no electric heaters may be used, and no overnight occupation would be permitted. Motion
passed.

A proposal regarding slip cover frames and cover conditions was sent back to committee for clarification on hole
and tear sizes, and to require the lower bar to be moved up to 6 feet off the dock finger when new covers are
made.

A motion to require registration with the office for small boats stored in the slips in accordance with existing rules
was made, seconded, and passed.

Membership - Jim M. - one associate member would like the newsletter sent to a co-owner. Peter will have
Roger put them on the mailing list. 

Social - Rich - the weekend party lost $328. The Christmas party will be Dec. 22 at the Pool and Yacht Club.

Jim Johnson will be gone until Apr. 15. They are traveling south down the river for the winter.

Executive session started at 8:21. Meeting adjourned at 9:20.
