MISSISSIPPI RIVER - A VOYAGE TO REMEMBER

HOWARD DAHLGREN IS SAVORING WHAT COULD
BE HIS LAST FAMILY BOAT TRIP. LIVING WITH TERMI-
NAL CANCER, HE REFLECTS ON HIS LIFE AND HIS
CENTRAL ROLE IN SHAPING MANY TWIN CITIES
COMMUNITIES.

The big annual voyage is over, and this weekend may be
the last time Howard Dahlgren serves as skipper of his
beloved riverboat, the John Theodore D.

Every autumn for the past 27 years, Dahlgren, 81, has
taken his family and a gaggle of friends on a Mississippi
River cruise from St. Paul to La Crosse, Wis., and back,
traveling for nine languid days aboard his unique 70-foot
sternwheeler.

This year's voyage began Sept. 26 and concluded
Wednesday. Today and Sunday, Dahlgren plans to skip-
per two short day trips -- probably upriver through the
locks at the Falls of St. Anthony. The boat is expected to
be crowded.

They could be the last trips. Once a major player in the
development of area communities, Dahlgren, 81, has ter-
minal cancer. He finds it annoying.

"On average, | get one good week for every three," he
said Wednesday, referring to the impact of chemotherapy.

He was enjoying one of the good days as he sat in the
pilothouse of the John Theodore D while it churned along
at a steady 4 mph between Red Wing and Hastings on
the final leg of the annual journey back to St. Paul from
the big voyage.

Beneath him, in the boat's main cabin, family members
and a couple of longtime friends sat in the warmth of a
wood-burning Franklin stove and enjoyed the fall colors.
Another ordinary day, perhaps, but one that could
become a precious memory.

As another example, Roseville includes more than 275
acres of parks that Dahlgren planned with city officials.
The Minneapolis firm Dahlgren co-founded also created
development plans for Mendota Heights, Arden Hills,
Shoreview, Falcon Heights, St. Anthony, Woodbury and
scores of other communities in Minnesota and the
Midwest.

"He was one of the most professional people | ever
worked with," said St. Paul Parks and Recreation Director
Bob Bierscheid, who once had a similar job in Roseville.

More than 35 years ago, Dahlgren also helped develop
plans for a public transportation system in the Twin Cities
-- now called light-rail transit.

"If the Legislature had gone along with it, we could have
had LRT up and running in 1980," Dahlgren said.

Dahlgren's success, in part, was fueled by an intense
interest in people, said Roger Anderson, who knows
Dahlgren through their memberships in the St. Paul Yacht
Club. The organization named its downriver marina
beneath the Wabasha Street Bridge in honor of Dahlgren
and his wife, Lois.

"Howard's the kind of guy that you meet and within 10
minutes, he's your friend," Anderson said. "He's had more
strangers on that boat than most people meet in a life-
time, and none of them are strangers when they get off."

On the recent voyage to La Crosse, for example,
Dahlgren invited aboard a woman trying to kayak the full
length of the Mississippi, from Lake Itasca to the Gulf of
Mexico. She stayed aboard for several days.

A teller of stories, Dahlgren relates how he grew up in a
Swedish neighborhood in Shakopee and wound up in the
Army infantry during World War 1l, arriving in Belgium just
in time for the Battle of the Bulge. He talks about propos-
ing to Lois in 1947 on the Shakopee bridge and almost
dropping the ring into the Minnesota River.

"He would flip it over every single time he sailed it,"
recalled Nora Dahlgren, a physical therapist at Regions
Hospital. "It was his desire to go faster. 'Put her on her
ear!" he would say."

The annual voyage to attend Oktoberfest USA in La
Crosse started in the late 1970s.

"My kids were raised going on this trip," said eldest
daughter Marty Klann, a psychiatric nurse at Rochester's
Mayo Clinic and a mother of three.

A third daughter, Karen Dahlgren, is a pediatrician living in
Golden Valley. The youngest, Anni Johnson, is the only
daughter who doesn't have a medical occupation. She
lives in Edina and works for Target Corp.

Dahlgren said he reared his daughters to be independent
and gave each of them complete mechanics' tool sets
when they graduated from high school. "It seemed to
have worked," he said.

Dahlgren has told this story a million times: His stern-
wheeler was named the John Theodore D after the son
he never had. His daughters roll their eyes when they
hear that story, though they add that they might not all be
here if their parents hadn't kept trying for a boy.

The beloved boat will probably go on the market,
Dahlgren said. "The time is approaching when selling this
boat would be the astute thing to do," he said.

When he talks about the cancer that was detected in his
esophagus in June and has now spread to his liver and
lungs, Dahlgren likes to relate an earlier health crisis that
required open-heart surgery.

"The cardiologist recommended that | drink two full glass-
es of red wine a day -- which | tried to follow religiously,"
Dahlgren said. "But now that | have esophageal cancer, |
can't drink wine anymore. That's disappointing.”

But he's not worried about the future.
"We have four happy girls who are best friends, and six

grandchildren,” he said. "I've lived a great life. Whatever
happens, happens.”

Though Dahlgren's name might not be familiar to most
people, his work has had a major impact on everyday
lives. An architect and pioneer in city planning, Dahlgren
had a lot to do with the way many Twin Cities communi-
ties look today.

For instance, his development plans for Burnsville
Township in 1960 helped save the area from annexation
by Bloomington. Part of that plan envisioned a major
shopping center at the junction of Interstates 35E and
35W.
