Meeting called to Order: Quorum present. Present:  M.J.

A.  Reading of the Minutes:A question was raised regard-
ing the omission from the July minutes of the discussion
regarding the status of the live-a-board community.  The
Board discussed the value of the live-a-board community in
terms of their value during the winter and the fact that they
have been willing to pay for any extra services they have
needed such as gas and water lines and the dock pump out
system. Motion made by G. D., seconded by G.M., to accept
the minutes from the July 25, 2005 with the following
amendment (amendment made by M.J.B., seconded by G.
M.) to the Operations report:  Discussion of the status of the
live-a-board community and the overall compliance…
Motion carried.

B.  Open Forum: No open forum.

C.  Membership Survey:Liz Garland 74 surveys were
returned. Questions were raised regarding the survey's
wording as to getting accurate information. A full report will
be printed in the Anchor & Line. Aside from specific
answers, a common theme was that people want to be heard
in a respectful manner and they would like general meetings
to be a time to look at and discuss ideas.  The idea of rotat-
ing on-call weekend staff was also brought up.

D.  Clubhouse Report: Peter Kramer The Committee pro-
posed a 2,520 sq. ft. floating platform with a 36' x 70' build-
ing plus an additional 2,000 sq. ft. outside floating dock for
events. Discussion included:  what to do with the General
(does it have any value? sell it?), handicap accessibility,
review the proposal with the City Park Department, the fact
that this is a project that could easily pay for itself. Motion
made by G.D., seconded by G.M., to have the committee
develop a detailed report, complete with time line, that can
be presented to the membership.  Motion carried.

E.  By-laws Review:Lee Pfeilsticker There was some con-
fusion as to what the proposed changes were with respect to
marital assets and seniority in the transfer of slips. Motion
made by G.M., seconded by L.G. to table discussion and
present clear info at the next Board meeting. Motion car-
ried.

F.  Strategic Planning (Finance): George Letness/Dick
Fisher It was noted that this is going to be a tedious process
in that this is the first time we have looked at such a thor-
ough long-range financial plan. Positive:  we have an oppor-
tunity to learn from our mistakes such as figuring full

Dahlgren dock rental into the budget for it's first year when
we didn't fill all the slips. Important considerations:  set our
debt to income ratio, develop a "financial philosophy", pri-
oritize capital expenditures, salaries and capital expenditures
are our two highest costs, need a line item for dredging.
Motion made by G.M., seconded by T.W., that our debt to
equity ratio be subject to a recommendation from our audi-
tors and that it serve as a guide for future
expenditures/loans.  Motion carried. Another Board meeting
to discuss the budget was set for Monday, September 12,
2005  

G.  Staff reports: Roger Anderson presented a written
report including a request to increase our line of credit to
$100,000 from $75,000 at a better rate in light of the possi-
ble dredging needs. A letter was sent to Ron Maddox
regarding the Taste including the following suggestions:
more effective shuttle service, unauthorized entry of people
and the need to have security check out unauthorized fire-
works. R. Anderson has also sent a letter to members need-
ing to have a current insurance certificate on file

H. Operations Report: Gordy Mergens Ribfest and Irish
fest went well 2006: 16 fingers in upper harbor and then the
harbor will be complete. Staffing philosophy will be dis-
cussed at another meeting.  Seasonal staff?

I.  Social Report: Anne Hofmann. Social events have been
well attended. It was suggested the Sunshine guidelines be
discussed at another meeting.

J.  Miscellaneous:It was suggested we try a timed agenda.

Meeting adjourned: Motion made by L.G., seconded by G.
M. to adjourn.  Motion carried.

Although I love
this part of the boating season I’m well
aware of the next step…pull out. There are
a handful of boats in the yard already. Get
your pull scheduled now before it gets
scheduled for you.   

Dredging – The dredging of the upper har-
bor that was to take place the week before
Labor Day was postponed due to a hang
up on the permit to dump the spoils. This
is in hand and dredging will happen by the
time you read this article.       

Break-ins – I haven’t heard of any prob-
lems this past month, but this does not
mean the problem is solved. Please be sure
to report any problems you have to the
police and the office so we can stay on top
of this ongoing issue.

Insurance – Thanks to everyone who is in
compliance with this rule, we appreciate
your cooperation. We are still looking for
insurance vouchers for 28 boats. If you
received a letter, please take action on this
immediately! You will not be offered win-
ter storage or winter slippage with out one.  

Standing Rule – The last time the standing
rules where updated, a longtime rule of
‘NO FISHING’ in the marinas was omitted
which means fishing is allowed. The issue
was brought up again this year and the
operations team agreed to leave the rule as
is. The reasoning is; we are more likely to
have a problem with the public fishing
around the boats than the members.

We do want to remind everyone that fish
line around a prop can cause expensive
damage, hooks on docks and decks can
hook things other than a fishes lip, and
there are boats on either side of you a few
feet away. 

Be aware of boat movement and reel up to
prevent a line from being run over and
snapped. Also try to retrieve any broken
line. Have fun and good luck fishing but
be safe.

- Commodore’ s Repor t -
Greetings!

In this month’s Commodore’s article I want to focus on updates for you re several important, on-
going issues the Board of Directors has been working on with the help of our management staff. 

1. We continue to make progress on the financial section of our long range Strategic Plan.
Because the overall Strategic Plan will set the tone for future Boards’planning and project exe-
cution, we are striving to do a thorough job and yet get it done soon. 

2. Our efforts paid off to get quick action on emergency dredging in the entrance to the Upper
Harbor and the area under the well.  Work started Tuesday (9/27) and is now complete.  

3. Dredging of the lower harbor area remains a vital issue.  On September 21 Pat Michaud and I
met with City representatives re our dredging needs.  The City told us they thought the Club is
responsible for the costs.  I told them that we believe, per our lease, the financial responsibility
is the Corps of Engineers, as it has been in the past. The Board authorized using our attorney,
Mr. Tom Fabel, to assess the lease and the City’s obligations re dredging per the lease.  On 9/28
Mr. Fabel wrote a letter to the City saying basically it is his interpretation and our belief that,
under the lease, the City has responsibility, in Mr. Fabel’s words, “to maintain open waters for
the harbors, regardless whether it or the federal government underwrites the expense of dredg-
ing.”  We are now trying to work out how and exactly when the dredging can be accomplished.
The estimated cost is between $70,000 - $220,000 (depending on who does the dredging) and
the Corps of Engineers claims to have financial inadequate resources available to do the project.
LH dredging is tentatively scheduled for November or December of this year IF we can get the
necessary support from the City of St. Paul and other entities.  Given this tentative dredging
schedule, go ahead and prepare your boat systems for winter.  The Club will move boats as nec-
essary when the dredges arrive.  Throughout this process of working to get the dredging done we
are focused on working creatively and cooperatively work with the City.  We’ve had a long and
strong relationship with the City and we want to continue in a positive, effective way to solve
this problem, while protecting the multiple interests of the SPYC and our boaters. 

4.  Pat has hired three new seasonal employees to help with boat haul-outs, cleaning and winter
storage.  Doug has also come back to help us part-time twice a week.  That’s a great help to Pat
and Rick because Doug knows the process and he’s a very good worker.   Just FYI, Rick’s leg is
still not healed right and he’ll need some surgery again in early November.  Keep him in your
thoughts.  He’s working hard for us despite his leg problems and we really value that commit-
ment. 

5. If you’re reading this and your boat isn’t scheduled yet for winter haul-out, CALLPat or
Roger ASAPand get it scheduled.  I’m already out due to personal scheduling problems later in
the month.  While it’s always sad to see the boat on land, it’s done and just waiting for the boat-
house to be erected this weekend.
