The hot, dry summer has given way to cool and wet, at least
the last few weekends any way. The season is coming to a
close.  I plan to get a few more fall rides in and then it's to
the boat yard. Hope everyone had a great one. 

Strap failure - A transient boat being pulled to check props
fell in the well from maximum height when the back strap on
the travel lift split. Joel Mugge’s 2002 Silverton cruiser
plunged, aft first, back into the water and mud resulting in
extensive damage. No one was hurt but Rick was shook up
watching it all happen before his eyes. 

Vessel Safety Checks – Very few boats (25%) have turned
in proof to the office that there boat has had and passed the
basic safety check. The club is requiring that each boat have
a current survey, or a safety inspection performed by either
the coastguard auxiliary (free) or staff (charge) and proof
that the boat meets minimum requirements of Fire
Extinguishers, Ventilation, Backfire Flame Control (if applica-
ble), Marine Sanitation Devises (No discharge of untreated
waste possible), Overall Vessel condition: Clean bilge, elec-
trical system, fuel system, No automotive parts. Please get
these in to the office if you have not done so yet.

Pull out – The boat yard is starting to fill with boats, jack
stands, and tarps. Schedule your pull now. Remember that
everyone can't be the last one out of the water. Pick a date
and call the office now.

Also remember to:

*REMOVE ALL VALUABLES IMMEDIATELY AFTER HAUL
OUT – Don’t delay the removal of items you want to protect

from pilferage. Boats are most vulnerable during the first few
days on land. “Bicycle Thieves”. and others are aware that
the opportunity to steal and do damage is the greatest while
vulnerable property is waiting to be removed or otherwise
secured.

*LEAVE LOCKABLE DOORS AND CABINETS OPEN -
Locking mechanisms on boats are typically weak. The deter-
mined thief will do more damage breaking into locked areas
than the actual take. is worth. Likewise, keep shades and
curtains open to minimize temptation.

*STORE LADDERS OUT OF SIGHT - Keeping ladders
chained and out of sight is an elementary security precau-
tion. If you leave an unsecured ladder lying near your boat,
you are inviting trespassers to board not only your boat, but
any other boat near by. SPYC staff will remove any unse-
cured ladders lying around the yard.

*KEEP SPYC OFFICE INFORMED - If you work on your
stored boat during work hours, stop by the office. It’s useful
to keep staff informed of all yard activity during the relatively
dormant winter season.

*MAKE A ROUND THROUGH THE YARD - The police do
patrol, but we can complement their efforts. If you happen to
be in the vicinity, drive through the yard and report anything
suspicious. A random drive-through goes a long way toward
deterring criminal activity. One year high school kids found
jewelry on a boat and proceeded to pilfer several others. If
you fail to take these precautions, it is not only your boat at
risk of being boarded but all the ones around you. Please be
vigilant!

With that said…let’s go boating!

Winter Notes
Please call Pat Michaud at 651-292-8964 fora pullout date.All boats that are coming out of the harbors for
winter storage must be out by October 20th. If we don’t hear from you, we will be forced to choose a date to pull
you and there will be a charge to transport your boat to the well. Also, please lets us know ASAP if you DO
NOT intend to winter store with us.

If you have special needs for storing your boat, or if you want it more accessible for off season repairs, please
inform us of your requirements. Bear in mind that your placement this fall has a large effect on when you
need to be ready to go in next spring. Boats that hold up launch next spring will be moved at a cost to the
owner

Please have your boat ready before you move to the well for pull out. Pump out sewage holding tanks and fill
gas tanks before your pull out date. It’s too late once your boat is in the well or up on land!

We do not schedule orprovide winterizing services.Please contact an insured service provider to winterize
your boat. It is recommended that your boat be winterized as quickly as possible after pullout. Marine engines
and transmissions can be damaged overnight by freezing. The unpredictable nature of fall weather can be danger-
ous!

Meeting called to order at 7:03 Minutes from previous
meeting (thanks, Roger), accepted

No open forum

Jim Johnson presented another plan for a floating club-
house, including provision for two 16 x 50 slips. A rec-
ommendation to present the new proposal at the
September general meeting was made, but defeated.

Roger's report was accepted. Regarding the boat fire,
the owner reported to Roger about three weeks prior a
gas leak and asked for Dana's phone number. After dis-
cussions with our insurance company, we are advised to
"do nothing" and let the insurance companies work it
out.

Operations report - Pat We are starting to schedule pull-
outs.
A sheriff's sale is in process 3 slips were rented for the
balance of the year, prorated. The sewer lines to the
General have been run, and vent blowers installed in
the bilge to reduce the stale odor.
The remodeling is underway for the men's room in the
General.

Other repairs are necessary for the General:

New upper deck
New furnace and air conditioner
A tarp for the upper deck
Rain water is getting into the bilge, need to 
track it down

We are installing triangle braces on the long slips on the
Dahlgren docks, intend to do 10 per year. The gas dock
attendant didn't come to work on Saturday morning. Pat
filled in when he learned about it. The attendant is no
longer employed. Gas dock hours will be 9-8 Saturday
and Sunday, 9-9 on Friday. There will be an event on
the island (Summit Beer), but there should be no impact
on our access.

Treasurer's report - Keith Finance committee is working
on the budget. Financial summary per Roger's report
was accepted  A motion made and passed after some
discussion:

The SPYC ship store will be the sole entity of all Yacht
Club merchandise, including clothing. Any commercial
use of the SPYC logo or name must be granted by the
SPYC board.

A motion was made that the SPYC move forward with
a suit against the City of St. Paul Parks Department to
recover all applicable dredging costs according to the
terms of our lease. The motion was tabled without prej-
udice, pending the outcome of meetings with the city,
mayor, etc.

Membership - Jim Recommended acceptance of new
members
There was discussion regarding one member's live-
aboard status, not current in billing. There was discus-
sion about other leaveaboard status.

Frank Kline will make a presentation about boating in
Peru at the next general meeting.

Social - Wanda. Bob apJones has been moved to a care
facility. The 2007 sailaway has been booked for Sept
15, our usual date was already booked. The 2008 sail-
away has been booked for July 26. There will be a
steak fry on Labor Day.

A motion was made to support elimination of term lim-
its in the bylaws, and to bring this to the membership as
soon as possible. Motion carried 5 yea, 4 nay.

A motion was made to require the clubhouse committee
to make a final presentation on both the on-water and
land-based clubhouses to the board no later than the
October board meeting, so that a presentation and board
recommendation can be made to the membership no
later than the November meeting. Motion passed.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:05.

Hello, fellow boaters!

Well, it’s that time of the year … scheduling the boat haul out, winteriz-
ing and counting the days until the boat can be launched again in the
spring.  If you haven’t already set a date for your boat to be pulled out,
please do it as soon as possible.  Remember to remove valuables,
tools, liquor, etc. from your boat ASAP after it’s pulled from the water.
Don’t tempt someone to break in to get at those things.  

As some of you know, while recently hauling out a transient boat for
repairs at our yard, one of the two slings being used tore, the boat
dropped back into the well and was damaged.  Our staff, the owner
(who was present when this accident happened), and others were both
shocked and upset that this happened.  We have never had this kind of
accident before in the history of the Club.  Our staff did nothing wrong to
cause the accident and the slings are professionally examined annually
and either replaced or re-certified for safe use.  The sling that tore was
certified without restrictions in the Spring of 2006, was rated at a level to
carry by itself a boat weighing what the dropped boat weighed, showed
no visible signs of wear or other problems prior to the accident, and was
apparently defective.  The sling manufacturer’s insurance company is
involved in settling the claims from the boat owner.  

By the way, despite the stressful situation he witnessed, the boat owner
was calm, polite and quick to assure our staff that he knew they did
nothing wrong and that it clearly was just a terrible accident.  The defec-
tive sling was immediately replaced.  We are safely hauling boats again
and certainly expect no other problems like this.  

Thanks, again, to Frank Kline who gave a presentation at our
September general membership meeting.   Frank showed us a video
program and talked about the trips he and his wife, Julia, take each fall
to their home in Peru.  It was very interesting and gave many of us a
whole new appreciation for how flexible and patient Frank and Julia are!
The setting for their Peruvian home is very open and scenic, and it has
required a lot of loving work and dedication.  They are there now and
probably won’t be back to the Twin Cities until late winter or early spring,
2007. 

Mark your calendars to attend the October 10 general membership
meeting.  We are fortunate enough to have Mr. Patrick Seeb, CEO of
the Saint Paul Riverfront Corporation, as our guest speaker.  Patrick will
focus his talk on the vision for the National Great River Park, including
the area of the River that we boat on.
