Within the past 10 days one of our fellow SPYC boaters had the awful experience of
having his familys boat explode shortly after leaving our gas dock, become thoroughly
engulfed in fire and eventually burn down to the waterlifbankfully, all four passen

gers made it défthe boat without serious injuries and were rescued by other boaters. It’
possible a gas leak caused this fire. geuyou to:

Check your gas line connections, gas tank/engine campat and sniff for fumes or
look for any indication of leaking gas on your boat g\v&ngle time you& on your
boat and cetainly befoe stating the engines. Open the engine cortrpant and allow
air in and/or un your blower (if you have one) befdrying to stat your engine(s).

If you have any indication of a gas leak, contact someone immediately to assess the
problem. If epairs ae necessar immediately take steps to safegliaot only your
vessel but also other boats/docks, etouad you.

If you havert’done so akady this season, contact one of our many Coastdsuar
Auxiliary members in the Club and schedulecasél Safety Check of your boat. This is
a FREE serice and is essential for your safetye safety of your fellow boaters, and
the Clubs assets. This safety checkeguired of all SPYC boaters. éNVe been st

ing boaters to have an annual check done on their own. But, things camigg swen

after a safety inspection, so stay aler

When using your boat make swrou and all your guests have life jackets oneadily
available and know how to quickly get them on sagujust in case!

As | was sitting by the fire under the stars with the Tricia IV
nosed up on the beach, | was thinking of the boat fire | had
witnessed earlier in the day and was feeling very fortunate it
was not me or my boat. I'm sure most of you already know
the River Rose caught fire leaving our gas dock on 8/19 and
was completely destroyed. No lives were lost, but once
again the club has its black mark on the safety record for the
year. We have had serious incidents every year for the last
four years. Please read the paragraph below and take
action. Let's get a jump on next years safety record and see
if the club can get through a year without any sort of an inci-
dent. Thank you, in advance from a concerned boater.

Vessel Safety Checks — Very few boats (20%) have turned in
proof to the office that there boat has had and passed the
basic safety check. The club is requiring that each boat have
a current survey, or a safety inspection performed by either
the coastguard auxiliary (free) or staff (charge) and proof
that the boat meets minimum requirements of Fire
Extinguishers, Ventilation, Backfire Flame Control (if applica-
ble), Marine Sanitation Devises (No discharge of untreated
waste possible), Overall Vessel condition: Clean bilge, elec-
trical system, fuel system, No automotive parts. Please get
these in to the office if you have not done so yet.

Pull out — Boats will start coming out this month. Schedule
your pull now. Remember that everyone can't be the last one
out of the water. Pick a date and call the office now.

Also remember to:

*REMOVE ALL VALUABLES IMMEDIATELY AFTER HAUL
OUT - Don't delay the removal of items you want to protect
from

pilferage. Boats are most vulnerable during the first few days
on land. .Bicycle Thieves. and others are aware that the

opportunity to steal and do damage is the greatest while vul-
nerable property is waiting to be removed or otherwise
secured.

*LEAVE LOCKABLE DOORS AND CABINETS OPEN -
Locking mechanisms on boats are typically weak. The deter-
mined thief will do more damage breaking into locked areas
than the actual take is worth. Likewise, keep shades and
curtains open to minimize temptation.

*STORE LADDERS OUT OF SIGHT - Keeping ladders
chained and out of sight is an elementary security precau-
tion. If you leave an unsecured ladder lying near your boat,
you are inviting trespassers to board not only your boat, but
any other boat near by. SPYC staff will remove any unse-
cured ladders lying around the yard.

*KEEP SPYC OFFICE INFORMED - If you work on your
stored boat during work hours, stop by the office. It's useful
to keep staff informed of all yard activity during the relatively
dormant winter season.

*MAKE A ROUND THROUGH THE YARD - The police do
patrol, but we can complement their efforts. If you happen to
be in the vicinity, drive through the yard and report anything
suspicious. A random drive-through goes a long way toward
deterring criminal activity. One year high school kids found
jewelry on a boat and proceeded to pilfer several others. If
you fail to take these precautions, it is not only your boat at
risk of being boarded but all the ones around you. Please be
vigilant!

Security — There have been a few more vehicles broken into
in the lower harbor, also a few along the road in the upper
harbor. Please be sure to keep valuables out of sight to
avoid temptation. Also, report incidents to the police so there
is a record that could result in more patrols in the area.

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Meeting Minutes
St. Paul Yacht Club Board Meeting of July 24, 2006

Present: Bob Draine, Keith Holm, Gordy Mergens, Greg
DenBleyker, Jim McGowan, Liz Garland, Lee Pfeilsticker.
Staff: Roger Anderson, Pat Michaud. Guests: Ron Hilson,
Jim Johnson, Mark Mosby.

Meeting called to order at 7:05 p.m. by Commodore Lee
Pfeilsticker.

Reading of minutes , moved to accept minutes by Greg
DenBleyker, second by Gordy Mergens. Motion passed.

Guest Ron Hilson gave a report on the upcoming Treasure
Island Sail-A-Way. 30 boats are attending and we turned 5
slips back to be rented out. Everyone felt this was a good
attendance given the price of fuel and the very hot weather
forecasted.

Guest Jim Johnson , speaking for clubhouse committee
chair Jerry Quall brought forth the following two motions:

Motion was made by the Floating Clubhouse Committee
that recommends that the St Paul Yacht Club applies for the
currently open position for a boathouse/non-moving boat
under the existing harbor permit held be the City of St Paul.
This permit would apply to our floating Clubhouse, currently
known as the "General", and to any future floating clubhouse
that may replace the "General."

Discussion, including our attorney's opinion that we may be
"grandfathered" in and not need to have a permit. Vote
called, motion p assed. As the City contact, Lee will begin
the process of requesting modification of the permit as out-
lined in the motion.

Motion was made by the Floating Clubhouse Committee for
the St Paul Yacht Club to halt negotiations and/or investiga-
tion of the "River Maiden" as a replacement for the Club's
current clubhouse, the "General."

Much discussion of motion. It was put forth from all factions
of the clubhouse committee that the "River Maiden" did not
represent enough of an advantage over our existing club-
house to warrant the investment, especially if viewed in light
of it being a relatively temporary solution. There was also
discussion of what work would need to be done, versus what
he same amount of effort might get us if applied to the
General. Further discussion about defining what the intend-
ed purpose of the clubhouse should be, and therefore being
able to judge how well any given proposal meets those crite-
ria. Vote called, motion p assed.

Further discussion resulted in a motion being brought forth
to prepare a comprehensive plan for the refurbishment and
maintenance of the General, seconded by Keith Holm.
Amended to assign the planning to be done by the opera-
tions committee, chaired by Gordy Mergens. Vote called,
motion p assed.

Staff Report s:

Roger Anderson submitted a written report as included. No
additions or discussion.

Pat Michaud reviewed the yard activities including general
maintenance, deck board replacement, etc. Pat is in discus-
sion with Mincorr Industries on some problems that have
developed with the construction of the Dahlgren docks that
will probably result in a monetary settlement from Mincorr to
offset ongoing minor repairs. The water level has been well
down. The city will be bringing in some gravel to try and fill
some of the holes in the boatyard lot and level it out. Pat is
also exploring the best way to stop the erosion problem by
the first entrance gate in the upper harbor. We may put down
special fabric and seed to try and encourage plants to hold
the soil in place. Taste of Minnesota was briefly reviewed
and staff was instructed to write a letter outlining our main
concerns including the parking shuttles and rap music in the
lower harbor.

Treasurer's report : Keith Holm presented the treasurer's
report (attached) which was approved. Speaking for the
finance committee Keith brought forth a revised version of
the SPYC Credit Policy (attached) for board approval. After
brief discussion, a motion to accept the new credit policy
was passed. Staff was instructed to send a copy of the new
policy with the winter storage bills. Next meeting of Finance
Committee is scheduled for August 4th to start work on next
year's budget.

Operations Committee : Gordy Mergens brought forth a
motion from the committee to move forward on securing per-
mission from the Parks Department to build a separate tran-
sient dock area by October 2006. Vote called, motion
passed. As the City contact, Lee will begin the process of
securing the needed approvals.

Social/Membership: Jim McGowan reviewed the previous
general meeting at which Hokan Miller gave a presentation
on sharing the river with barge traffic. The meeting was well
received. Will Steger has rescheduled for the August general
meeting. It was suggested that our councilman Dave Thune
be invited to an upcoming general meeting. Jim is working
on a "membership drive" and will have a report by the next
board meeting.

Commodore's report : Lee stated that we are still pursuing
re-imbursement on the dredging expenses. Our attorney has
forwarded a "last chance" letter along with the dredging
invoice to the City, the result of which will most likely be a
final written response refusing to accept any responsibility. It
is felt that this final step was needed before we moved to
legal action.

Motion made to adjourn, 8:40 pm.

Boat Fire - Explosion

Four people jumped into the Mississippi River when their boat
exploded Saturday evening. It happened around 6:30 p.m. under
the High Bridge, not far from Harriet Island. The boat was engulfed
in flames within minutes, fueled by a full tank of gas. Jim Donahue
and his daughter, Becky, were fishing on the Mississippi when
they saw the nearby boat that caught fire. Donahue saw the 4
people on board jump off and rushed to save the victims from the
water

"It was totally engulfed in about 2 minutes, so they barely had time
to grab their life jackets and jump overboard,” Donahue said.

By the time firefighters got to the scene, the cabin cruiser was
engulfed and had been destroyed. It took firefighters about 90
minutes to put out the blaze.

"You've got a fiberglass boat, you've got a lot of combustibles on
board the boat just themselves, not counting the fuel and then
you've got a 40 gallon gasoline tank," said Capt. David Ross, St.
Paul Fire Department.

The boaters were not seriously injured. The Saint Paul Fire
department is still investigating the exact cause of the explosion
but a fuel leak maybe to blame, officials say.
