My sincere thanks to the Club House Committee (committees) for their hard work over the last few
years and for their commitment to getting the best for SPYC.

The board has authorized hiring an engineering consultant to prepare a study of the causes of our silt-
ing problem and it's remedies. We continue to pursue all avenues for ways to pay for dredging.

YOU MUST CALL to schedule your pullout
date. We don't schedule boats to be pulled
without your authorization. Call us as soon
as possible.

Be aware that boats coming out of the water
later in the year have to be prepared to go
in earlier in the spring nest year. LAST OUT,
FIRST IN.

Fall weather can be unpredictable and it is
important that you make arrangements to
winterize your boat promptly after it is
removed from the water. WE DO NOT win-
terize boats or schedule winterizing servic-
es. You must schedule your winterization
with the service provider of your choice.

If you do your own winterization please DO
NOT use green automotive type antifreeze
due to it's negative environmental impact.
Please use the non-toxic pink RV
Antifreeze.

If you wish to cover your boat it can be
tarped or shrink wrapped. We do not pro-
vide any covering service. Any insured con-
tractor of your choice can shrink wrap your
boat.

It is suggested that you remove any valu-
Sables such as tools, radios, liquor, etc. for
the storage period. Please remove or lock
up any ladders used to access your boat.
The period from pullout to the time the
boats are covered and sealed is when they
are most vulnerable to break-ins. Remove
valuables and cover your boat promptly.

St. Paul Yacht Club Board Meeting 07/23/07

Board Members present: Peter Kramer, Jim McGowan, Dennis Sando, Jerry Quaal, Ralph DelLong, Bob Draine, Jim
Johnson, Gordy Mergens, Mark Mosby, Rich Wright, Lee Pfeilsticker. Guests Present: None

Meeting called to order at 7:01 PM. Peter reviewed the agenda. Minutes from 6/25/07 board meeting accepted as
printed. Minutes from 6/12/07 general meeting accepted as printed

Financial report accepted as submitted. However, the report was to be sent back to Finance for clarification on some
items, especially YTD total income.

Operations - all capital improvements on hold. Approximately 65 vessels have had safety checks. 18 slips are still
open. 1 US flag remains to be lit. A new gate and steps were installed near the lift well. Pat was concerned that some-
one would slip climbing down the well ladder. The capital not completed this year will be put on next year's capital
budget. There was a recommendation to purchase new slings each year. There was a general discussion about the
travel lift and yard trailer status. There was a recommendation made to limit the size and weight of new boats brought
into the harbor. No boats could exceed 4 foot draft, be wider than 17 feet, nor weigh more than we can lift with our
crane. An amendment was made to change "crane" to "travel lift". The recommendation and amendment passed.

No discussion had been made regarding a member's slip assignment. He was moved due to the low water and
rearrangement of slips in the lower harbor. There was a discussion about the sheriff's sale of several boats in the
yard. There was a discussion regarding the lower harbor gas hookups, rules about standing pilot lights, and holding
tank size. There was a discussion regarding enforcement of the vessel safety check requirement.

Membership - Paul Labovitz, the new superintendent of the National Park Service in St. Paul will be at the next gener-
al member meeting.

Ralph reported no action yet from the U of M Hydrology department in regard to the flow study we want done to help
determine the cause of the lower harbor silting.

Clubhouse committee - ballots were sent out, Roger will hold the returned ballots until we can get non-involved mem-
bers to count them and report the comments made on the ballots. There was a move (passed) to disallow further dis-
cussion on land vs. water at the board level.

Quartermaster report (Mark) fingers looking good, except for some between a few of the liveaboards.

It was reported that Tom Kelly passed away. Services will be on the Showboat on Sunday, 4:00 PM to 6:00 PM, with a
program at 5:00 PM.

Social - Rich reports a meeting on August 16, some response from A & L article. The Sailaway to Treasure Island will
be Sept. 8. There will be a harbor party two weeks after the Sailaway, with music, a swap meet, etc. The Christmas
party will be held at the Pool & Yacht Club. The next Commodore's Ball will probably be on the Padelford.

Lee - Corsair sale should be completed this week. The new owner wants to keep the slip and cover, and probably will
want to become a club member. He will be making a request to rebuild the shed, with new plywood walls, etc. The
request was tabled for consideration be the operations committee.

There will be a history kickoff meeting Sept. 15. Contact Carol Pine.

Meeting adjourned for executive session.

Executive session - we discussed budget recommendations. Peter and Gordy will meet with Roger and Pat regarding
additional expense reductions.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:50.
