Some of you may have noticed the clubhouse platform
(as pictured on front) that is in the upper harbor.
Progress has been good assembling it and our City of St.
Paul building permit is being processed. It is my hope to
start the actual building around the second to third week
in September.

As I’ve navigated the regulatory maze that has domi -
nated my summer, two virtues come to mind - patience
and persistence. Our history in relations with the City,
DNR, Corps of engineers, etc. is that we usually get what
we want but it always takes longer than you think it will. 

Our thoughts must now unfortunately turn to winter
preparations. I will be sending out the winter storage
bills the first week in September, with the amounts due
by October 15th. As always, you need to call and schedule
a pull out date. 

We will be running until October 26th this year. NOT
EVERYONE CAN COME OUT THE LAST WEEK! If
you want a late date call me right away! The late pull
slots fill up quickly. Don’t forget that the later you come
out, the earlier you have to go back in in the spring. If
you plan on springtime work or for some other reason you
won’t be able to go in right away, make sure you take that
into consideration when planning your pull out date and

where we place you in the yard. 

One other note on the yard - we use the space to the best
of our ability as boats come out. I CAN’T guarantee
ANY particular spot in the boat yard. If you have a
special need please contact me and if you’re flexible on
the pull out date we’ll try our best to accommadate your
request, but we have to use pretty much every inch of the
yard and placement is mainly determined by the size of
the boat and the date it comes out.

I would also remind everyone the we don’t perform - or
schedule - winteriziation. It is your responsibility to con -
tact whomever you choose to winterize and/or cover your
boat and DON”T FORGET TO PUMP OUT BEFORE
WE PULL YOU!

All is not lost however , as the next two months can
actually offer some of the nicest boating of the entire sea -
son. Fall colors and a little snap to the air in the morning
are a nice change. In addition to boating,  I have a couple
more little camping trips planed in the SPYC Mobile
Command Center (shown below) to celebrate my farming
heritage.

History News
The Saint Paul Yacht Club History Project is very grate-
ful to our own Elaine Sando for research she did at the
Ramsey County Historical Society and the Minnesota
State History Center to track down the elusive Mrs.
McNamara who was the very first Dockmaster of the
S.P.Y.C., then the S.P.M.B.C.   

Here is a summary of Elaine's notes on Dora
McNamara:

Elaine has found in the Census Records that a John
McNamara lived on Raspberry Island with his wife Dora
and children Marvin and John in 1905. Dora had been
born in 1884 of French and German parents. In the City
Directory for 1911 Elaine found that John was a life-
guard at the (O'Hage) Public Baths. John’s 1937 obit
indicates that he and  Dora were divorced. The City
Directories for 1911 and 1912 list John as living on
Water Street. It is possible to speculate that Dora, a sin-
gle parent in 1912, living on Raspberry Island, took on
the job of  Dockmaster for the S.P.M.B.C.
