[ am pleased to provide you with formal confirmation that your application for a Clean Vessel Act Grant
through the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources has been approved for partial funding. The total
grant share award amount is for up to $33.978.75. This award is the maximum total reimbursement that is
the equivalent to 75% of the total costs of the CVA project that has been awarded. The total cost estimate
submitted by the subgrantee approved was $45.305.00.

Total Cost Estimate Amount  $45,305.00

Grant Share (75%) $33.978.75
Owner Share (25%) $11.326.25

Please review Exhibit A for eligible items for reimbursement and the associated amounts. This award is
based on the estimates that you provided and final costs for each major item (unit, equipment, shipping)
may vary by 10%. The total share that the grant will provide, however, will not exceed $33,978.75.

Under the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources Clean Vessel Grant Program, a Grant Agreement
between the State of Minnesota (DNR) and St Paul Yacht Club & Marina is required to be executed. The
Grant as approved requires that a potty wand or dump station be installed. The reimbursement to you will
be completed within 2 months of the date that the Improvement shall be completed (see Agreement
Article I (4), Article IV (1) and Article IV (5)). Please complete the proposed installation before 31
October 2010 and seek reimbursement by 1 December 2010. I have enclosed four copies of the Clean
Vessel Act Grant Agreement for your review. If the terms of the agreement are acceptable to you please
sign all four copies and return them to me for state signature.

Since this grant utilizes federal funds there are several federally mandated requirements that also have to
be met. Under these requirements, we are requested to attach Agreement Exhibits B which lists standard
assurances for construction projects. Exhibit B will need to be signed and returned. Some of the
assurances listed on the form may not apply to your project. In addition to the construction assurance,
please send a written note acknowledging that requirements of ADA will be meet. The utilization of
federal funds requires that the installations be compliant with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA)
and that we consider the project’s effects to historic resources under the National Historic Preservation
Act of 1966 (NHPA) as amended. Mr. Tim Tumberg, Archaeologist/Historian for the MnDNR Trails and
Waterways Division has addressed the requirements of the NHPA for you and formal
archacological/historical review has been completed. Please also include copies of any required local
permits.
