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COUNTDOWN TO GRAND EXCURSION

Many of you have been wondering “what’s going on with the
Grand Excursion?” For the past year, individual members of the
St. Paul Yacht Club have been donating their time and expertise
working behind the scenes to insure that when the Grand
Excursion arrives in our harbor on July 3, 2004, the event will go
as smoothly as possible for all involved. Our members have been
instrumental in creating educational materials for recreational
boaters planning to attend the event who might be unfamiliar with
river navigation. We have served on committees dedicated to
anticipating and planning out complex security issues with both
land and water-based enforcement and emergency agencies and
our involvement in several areas is ongoing as the event takes
shape.

Now we have an opportunity for the St. Paul Yacht Club to drift
out of the shadows and into the limelight. Since its inception, one
of the ideas for the Grand Excursion has been to include the
recreational boater in the flotilla. Because of the logistics of bring-

ing several large vessels into our small harbor, it has been nec-
essary to scale back some of the original concepts, especially
those that involved recreational boaters. After all, where would all
those smaller boats go once they got here? That is a valid ques-
tion. We at the St. Paul Yacht Club don’t have that problem, how-
ever. All our boats have a home. So, we have been invited to
assemble downriver from the Lafayette Bridge about 1:00-1:30
pm on July 3rd to parade into the harbor in advance of the Grand
Excursion Flotilla. This will be a national event, with national
media attention. Each participating boat will have its name and
some details broadcast to the crowd. The idea is to show the
world what boating on the upper Mississippi is all about and what
better organization to do that than the St. Paul Yacht Club.

Please consider joining this historic p  arade. Another oppor -
tunity might not come around for 150 years!! W e will be
posting further det ails soon including the registration
