Winter Storage Notes
Please call Pat Michaud at 651-292-8964 fora pullout date.All
boats that are coming out of the harbors for winter storage must be
out by October 22nd. If we don’t hear from you, we will be forced to
choose a date to pull you and there will be a charge to transport your
boat to the well. Also, please lets us know ASAP if you DO NOT
intend to winter store with us.

If you have special needs for storing your boat, or if you want it
more accessible for off season repairs, please inform us of your
requirements. Bear in mind that your placement this fall has a
large effect on when you need to be ready to go in next spring.
Boats that hold up launch next spring will be moved at a cost to the
owner

Please have your boat ready before you move to the well for pull
out. Pump out sewage holding tanks and fill gas tanks before
your pull out date. It’s too late once your boat is in the well or up
on land!

We do not schedule orprovide winterizing services.Please con-
tact an insured service provider to winterize your boat. It is recom-
mended that your boat be winterized as quickly as possible after
pullout. Marine engines and transmissions can be damaged overnight
by freezing. The unpredictable nature of fall weather can be danger-
ous! See suggested contractors ads on pg. 3 of this issue.

SECURITY CONCERNS

*REMOVE ALL VALUABLES IMMEDIATELY AFTER HAUL
OUT - Don’t delay the removal of items you want to protect from
pilferage. Boats are most vulnerable during the first few days on
land. “Bicycle Thieves” and others are aware that the opportunity to
steal and do damage is the greatest while vulnerable property is
waiting to be removed or otherwise secured.

*LEAVE LOCKABLE DOORS AND CABINETS OPEN -
Locking mechanisms on boats are typically weak. The determined
thief will do more damage breaking into locked areas than the actual
“take” is worth. Likewise, keep shades and curtains open to mini-
mize temptation.

*STORE LADDERS OUTOF SIGHT- Keeping ladders chained
and out of sight is an elementary security precaution. If you leave an
unsecured ladder lying near your boat, you are inviting trespassers to
board not only your boat, but any other boat near by. SPYC staff will
remove any unsecured ladders lying around the yard.

*KEEP SPYC OFFICE INFORMED - If you work on your stored
boat during work hours, stop by the office. It’s useful to keep staff
informed of all yard activity during the relatively dormant winter
season.

*MAKE A ROUND THROUGH THE YARD - The police do patrol,
but we can complement their efforts. If you happen to be in the
vicinity, drive through the yard and report anything suspicious. A
random drive-through goes a long way toward deterring criminal
activity. One year high school kids found jewelry on a boat and pro-
ceeded to pilfer several others. If you fail to take these precautions,
it is not only your boat at risk of being boarded but all the ones
around you. Please be vigilant!

APPEARANCE AND MAINTENANCE ST ANDARDS 
FOR BOATS AND FACILITIES OF THE 

SAINT PAUL YACHT CLUB 8/23/04

The Saint Paul Yacht Club enjoys the special privilege of being
located within a national park, on the ‘mighty Mississippi’River,
and across from downtown St. Paul, the state’s capital city! Being
in such a convenient and attractive location has been a great bene-
fit for our member and associate boaters. Over the years we have
seen many changes in the areas around us. Some of it we initiat-
ed, and some of it was the result of federal, state, city and private
interests in upgrading the facilities and appearance of the Harriet
Island Park land and riverfront properties. The Saint Paul Yacht
Club has and will continue to benefit from these upgrades, as well
as our own improvements. In that vein, the Board of Directors of
the Saint Paul Yacht Club is implementing Appearance and
Maintenance Standards to be applied to all boats regularly and
temporarily slipped in our harbors, as well our marina facilities.
These Standards are listed below. They are effective immediately.
Some of these Standards are already in place. Other Standards are
new. These Standards are necessary for many reasons, including
but not limited to the following: (1) We lease our land within a
national park system and within St. Paul city property; our lease
requires that the property and facilities all be kept clean, in good
repair and neat appearance; (2) We share this leased property as
‘common property’and therefore must meet the highest standards
possible in our use; and (3) The current and future financial via-
bility of our Club is based on being attractive to existing and new
boaters who are looking for convenient, attractive facilities from
which to boat.

As you read through the Standards list, please be aware that the
Club management and Board realizes that some boats/slips cur-
rently may not meet the Standards. We are willing to work with
those boaters to reach the Standards within a reasonable time-
frame. Additional information regarding the process of reaching
the Standards is covered later in this notice.

STANDARDS LIST

1. The exterior of boats must be clean and in good repair.
2. If a boat is being repaired or remodeled while in the water, the
owner is responsible for making sure that the project is handled in
a safe, neat, environmentally sound manner and that noise, project
materials and debris are kept to a minimum.
3. Docks and fingers are to be kept free of temporary or perma-
nent materials storage or containers, seating, hammocks, etc.
except for those dock boxes or containers approved by the Club.
4. If debris from a boat owner’s work project falls onto the docks
or fingers, it is the responsibility of the boat owners to clean up
and properly dispose of the debris in a timely and environmental-
ly safe manner to prevent safety problems, and to prevent docks
and fingers from becoming messy, cluttered or damaged.
5. Power cords are to be run under the docks. Hoses are not to be
left on the docks or fingers unless in use. While in use, care
should be taken to arrange hoses so that they do not present a trip-
ping hazard to others walking on the docks. Functioning hose
reels/reel storage boxes are allowed.
6. Individual dock boxes must be properly located and secured to
docks and/or fingers. Combustible materials should not be stored
in dock boxes.
7. Ladders must be stored on the owner’s boat or safely stored

within the framework of the owner’s slip cover.
8. Paint, varnish, paint brushes, sanding supplies, power and hand
tools, etc. must be safely and neatly stored when not in use.
Remember the hazards that paint and other chemicals present and
handle/dispose of them properly.
9. Tarps and frames or similar material used to temporarily cover
a boat (boats being repaired, winter live-aboard boats, etc.) must
be securely fastened when in use. Note: Winter tarps for live-
aboard boats must be in good repair when in use and must be
removed and stored away by April 1 of each year.
10. Wheelbarrows, wheeled utility carts, grills, bicycles, etc. must
be neatly stored on the owner’s boat at all times. It is recommend-
ed that these items be limited to avoid a ‘storage locker’ appear-
ance on the deck or top of a boat.
11. Planters for flowers and other plant material must not be
placed on the docks or fingers.
12. Boats must be kept in good repair. Large areas of peeling
paint, open holes in boats, large rust spots on boats, torn boat or
slip covers, torn screens or broken windows are not acceptable as
on-going appearance. If repairs are going to be delayed, please
work with the Marina Manager on an acceptable timeframe to
complete the necessary work.
13. Separate standards have already been established for major
construction projects on boats in the water. Please contact the
Marina Manager for this information.
14. Transients boats will be turned away from our harbors if they
do not meet our standards as listed here.
15. Any pet waste material from pets of boat owners, members or
their guests must be immediately and properly disposed of in
accordance with St. Paul city ordinances. If a pet has an accident
on the docks, the person responsible for the pet must pick up and
properly dispose of the waste material, and quickly clean off the
section of dock affected.
16. No food materials should be left or stored on the docks or fin-
gers that might encourage birds or animals to feed there.

These Appearance and Maintenance Standards are in addition to
and may supplement the St. Paul Yacht Club Standing Rules.

It is the intent of the Saint Paul Yacht Club Board of Directors
that we communicate clearly and act reasonably with regard to
establishing Appearance and Maintenance Standards, determining
which boats/boat owners are not in compliance and establishing a
plan for resolving any non-compliance situations. To this end, the
Marina Manager and the Quarter Masters for the Upper and
Lower Harbors will periodically walk the harbors. If a problem
exists with a boat in our harbors, the owner will be notified in
writing within three business days and be given a timeline for
solving the problem. If a boat owner cannot resolve the problem
in that timeframe or disagrees with the determination that they are
not in compliance with the Standards, they may appeal the situa-
tion to the Grievance Committee of the Board of Directors. Any
grievance not resolved within the Grievance Committee proce-
dures may be taken to the full Board of Directors for final review
and decision.

We sincerely believe that implementing these Standards is in the
best interests of the Saint Paul Yacht Club as a whole. We wel-
come any questions you may have and we appreciate your com-
pliance with the Standards in the spirit of maintaining a yacht club
and boating facility of which we all can be proud!
